Berry’s expenses have been soout $150 
a day all winter, but he is said to have 
enough gravel ly’ngon the dump ready 
to L*- w ashed out to equal a fortune of six 
figures.
“I was standing near Berry*« dump one 

evening,” said Thorp, “when Mrs. Berry 
came down from the cabin to call her 
husband to supper. While wailing for 
him to come up the shaft she picked up 
over $o0 in coarse gold and nuggets that 
were lying lose in the gravel, just as it 
came from l*edrock, not five minutts' 
time being occupied in doing it.”

But notwithstanding the abundance of 
gold there appeared to be, at the depart­
ure of Thorp, grave danger that starva­
tion would run some ot the miners in 
the Yukon a very close race before the 
spring supplies of provisions reached 
them.

The fear of general war and it« unfore- 
*een conae^uences bolds back the great 
powers of Europe, and causes them to 
make effort to hold Greet» back. Bui 
this laet is difficult, since Greece relies 
not only on the jealousy of the powers 
to preserve tier Irvin annihilation, but 
even has confident hopes of aggrandize­
ment for herself as a result ot war in 
which all Eurojie might become engag­
ed.

Again, there is |>owerful incitement to 
Greece in the opposition of Christian Eu­
rope to Moslem, and in the «ympatby of 
the liberal thought of England. France 
and Italy with the little state that defies 
it. All these things push Greece onward, 
the governments of ttie great powers, 
fearing the outbreak of a war in which it 
wiil hardly be possible for them to avoid 
entanglement themselves, try to hold 
her bat k by a mixture of force ami ot 
moral suasion; but there is not much 
hope that they will succeed. They do 
not want war, for it may be general, and, 
if so, will certainly tie terrible; hut each 
and every one of the nations has inter­
ests of its own in tlie approaching disp >s- 
al of the estate of the 1 urk. and ea< ti and 
every one fear« that a rival may obtain 
a ¡vantages Russia in particular ia fear-

I ed by the rest, not merely because her 
I power is great, but for the reason also 
I that her entft has won lor her great as- 
cend-ncy in Turkey, and tuts, it is feared, 
enabled tier to gather the destinies of 
that country into her bands.
