
VAST WATER POWER.

Utilization of Great Natural Forces 
in This Country.

Chicago has it in contemplation to 
light 700 miles of rtreets with power 
obtained from its groat drainage canal, 
when the waters of Lake Michigan ar* 
poured through it into the Illinois river; 
New York is looking forward to the 
day w hen power may be brought down 
from Niagara or from the ( atakills; 
Boston is within the sphere of the Mer­
rimack falls; Washington ran get an 
abundant supply of power to light 
every street and public building from 
the Great falls of the Potomac, where 
100,000 horse-power is running to waste: 
Bsltimoro and Philadelphia are situated 
near the tide-water * tep that runs along 
the base of the Alleghanies, w bile Hic.b- 
mond is directly on the step, with 50.- 
000 horse-power in »ight. In fact, few. 
if any, of our gn . ■ ■> are beyond the
reach, if we may pr«M«ed upon the as 
sumption of Tesla (who says that Uie 
power of Niagara may lx* carried ulti­
mately over any part of the American 
continent!, of the energy of some cat 
aract or storage of wat«*r.

The sudden »wakening to a knowl­
edge of an in* .Lau-tible resource of 
power« and the ability to use it, must 
result in a great resolution in economic 
conditions, fsr greater than that 
brought about by the introduction of 
steam. This revolution will be felt in a 
greatly enhanced production, with 
cheaper cost to th* consumer, together 
with a large increase and general ex­
tension of the comforts of life, such as 
wuy be included in transportation, pow 
er for domestic purposes, light and h«-nl 
including furl, th*« coat of which will 
be considerably reduced. In th«* citi« ” 
there will be, one may well believe, a 
wonderful transformation, an«i that 
within the cognizance of the present 
generation. The use of steam in tIn­
thousands of isolated plants will lie g««n 
erally abolished, light and |M>wer lM«ing 
delivered through the agency of elec 
tricity from central plants situated p« 1 
haj* I1"» or 100 milM 'listant (Who 
dares set the limit?) The dangers of 
the steam boiler and the furnace in 
crowded buildings and beneath the side 
walks of the city, and the discomfort 
of the wholesale consumption of < oal 
will lie done away with for a chea|>er, 
a safer and a healthier system.

Nor is it to lx* inferred that because 
we have water power w e shall have no 
more steam and coal. Not at all. But 
there will lx* a mor«* rational and e< < 
nomical consumption of coal, neces 
sitated by the cheapness of the power 
generated by the turbine wheel and 
transmitted from the dynamo to th« 
motor. It will no longer ¡s»y tomin« 
coal and ship it hundreds of miles to i 
the citi»*s by our present cumbersome 
and wasteful methods (lowing 30 to 5«> 
per cent.) when its essence can be 
better sent by wire. It requires no 
spirit of prophecy to foretell that in th. 
beginning of the. next century the <•»,.»! 
will be burned at the mine shaft, and 
every ton brought to the surface will 
Is* utilized. The power-plant located 
at the mine shaft, burning the “run of 
the mine,” either na coal or in the form . 
of gas, can better «onqiete with th«« 
puwerjklaut at the falls than can th«- 
furnace and l>oiler in the city. There 
will be no more black hills of culm nt 
the mines, disfiguring the face of th« 
country and chokito* the streams, nn !
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nying, however, that the object leaaon 
of the universal public use of natural 
forces will lx- a powerful one fr«7tn a 
collectivist pom* of view , and should any 
state (as Wyoming or Utah, for ex­
ample) undertake th«« «listributiofi of 
electric power, as cities distribute gas 
and water, th«* experiment would lx* 
watched with the greatest interest by 
the whole civilized world.—John 1.

lkrmarkable results have been ob­
tained from a new method of treating 
rheumatic affections whiah has just 
been tried in thw city before the «run­
ty medical aoeirty.

The method ‘ousi>ta in the local ap­
plication of hot air U> the parts affected, 
'rhe apparatus by w hick this is accom­
plished consists of a cof>j«er cylinder, 
under which several ga* jets are kept 
burning Into thia cylinder the limb 
is inserted and the ejala are closed. 
Stop-cock a art arranged to let out 
moisture exuding from the skin, and 
the temperature is raised to 250 to 260 
degrees. Precautions are taken to pre­
vent the hmb from coming in contact 

j wth the hot metal, and the application 
is continued for fully 40 minute».

Two patients were brought in for the 
experiment. One was a num who hail 
been under the care of a physician, who 
was present, for several months, and 
had been gradually growing worse. 
He was unable to move his toes or his 
ankle, and any motion of the limb 
caused excruciating pain. At the end 
of 40 minutes, during which time his 
temperature was raised nearly two de­
grees, as shown by the mouth ther-

15 beats jm*t minute, the limb was taken 
out of the cylinder; the patient muv« <1 

his ani le without difficulty and walked 
with wue, feeling no pain. Other 
rheumatic ¡«ains in other portions of 
the body had also disappeared.

The second patient un» a negro who 
was suffering from a long-continued 
lumbago, and w ho uttered many groanr 
as he was being placed an apparatus 
which inrloscd his back. He was also 
subjected to the hmt for 40 minutes, 
and when told to ruhe wt up us read­
ily as v. hen in perfect health. The 
temperature in the first case was from 
248 to 2u<> degrees I-ahrrnbeit.

In tlw discussion which followed it 
was stilted by the exhibitor that these 
men would probably be better in the 
mornii g than they up ¡»eared to le when 
the • K| • .ij ent clo>• d. and that in moat 
cases one application is sufficient.

If Mr. Laboucbere continues with his

k- n of customs that have come down to 
these dajs from prehistoric'times, his 
*ia-cesters in that interesting line of 
inquiry will have nothing to do but 
to pore over the pages of his unique 
publication, London Truth. Whence 
ume this custom of walking backward 

before royalty? is one of the ques­
tions to the solution of which Truth 
has recently addressed itself w ith char­
acteristic energy. We do not know that 
the prosperity or happiness of mankind 
or the advancement of civilisation is in­
voked in this inquiry. We could im- 
i«gine the nations of the earth going 
on for agvs to come, growing wiser and 
better in the future, as they have done 
in the past, and not caring a continental 
u liere or when or how that old habit 
gut its start. Indeed, it requires no 
>.ieut stretch of the imagination ■< of 
the probabilit es to picture a time when 
all royalties shall have walked or been 
walked off the stage, buck ward, or for­
ward, never to return. Humanity has 
but to go on us it has been going on 
for 8'>nx* centuries*in order to arrive 
at the end of th • monarchical institu­
tions. But, inasmuch as Truth consid­
ers this query worthy of considera­
tion, we must conclude that it possesses 
some importance, some claim to human 
interest., even though that claim is not 
within our visuai range.

One of Truth's correspondents grave­
ly suggested not long ago that the cus­
tom of walking backward before roy­
alty was due to an instinct in man im.- 
¡d anted by Providence. In other words, 
nature is res(M>nsible for the habit. In 
a certain sen*' this is true. Nature en­
dowed the earliest specimens of the 
human race with power to walk, and 
it must have given them that veneration 
for superiors which prompted them to 
amble backward before kings and 
queens. We suppose nature is, to some 
extent, responsible for toadyism in all 
countries. It is nature that makes the 
English people “dearly love a lord,’’ and 
future causes a great many Americans 
to make fools of themselves and bur­
lesque their own democratic govern­
ment whenever they get a chance to 
pay homage to a titled aristocrat, real 
or bogus, from the old world. But it 
is perverted nature, and the growing 
democratic spirit of the age is getting 
the better of it. •

Another correspondent of Truth, 
writing from the far east, w lie re he is 
supposed to have seen much of savage 
life, makes a philosophical suggestion 
that seems to us to throw a great flood 
of light on this question. His notion 
is that the custom of always turning 
the face toward royalty originated in 
the stem necessities of rude and poor 
people who had little skill in tailor­
ing. He sa\s the first kings were rulers 
of savage tribes, whose clothing was 
extremely limited, and rarely consisted 
of more than a scanty garment mod* 
elfd on the primitive tig leaf. He re­
spectfully submits that when a subject 
thus appareled iiad to present himself 
before royalty, courtesy, not to sav 
decency, would suggijit that he should 
present to the sovereign only that ¡x>r- 
tion of his anatomy which wits con­
cealed by clothing. He therefore kept 
his iwick averted in approaching and 
retiring.
