A Theory That Human Hr inga an d All 
I.lie Are Aifrevatluna of Them.
M. Paris, w ho succeeded to the seat 

of the great Pasteur in the French 
academy, referred in hi« inaugural ad­
dress to the interesting theory that hu­
man 1/eings and all life are aggrega­
tions of microbes, says the New York 
Journal.

“The microbes,” he raid, “were 
known, before Pasteur, but the part 
which they [»laved in nature wan not 
«learly discerned. They penetrate into 
the tissue« of the human body and pro­
duce infectious disease; they people 
the air; they fill the water; they satu­
rate the soil; dwell in animal* and 
plant*; they develop us, serve our pur- 
poses and threaten us from all sides.

“Nay, they are, perhaps, ourselves. 
The life of sujverior beings appears to 
science m therecult of mj riada oft bese 
elementary existences. Their colonies, 
more and more ;>opulous and differ­
entiated, composed from the merest in­
sect to the rose, the cedar, the eagle, 
the whale, the man, the immense and 
«lazzling network in the meshe* of 
which they ceaselessly circulate, de­
stroyed and yet renewed, ever since 
thin* has lx*en produced and without 
doubt produced hy them on this globe 
of ours the myseriou* dawning of life. 
1‘his, therefore, is what the study of mi­
crobe* has revealed to amazed humani­
ty.”

OLDEST RACE NAME.

They 4re Made to Drltsht African and 

Other SatHK«*».

musket* an* not merely a record of by­
gone agi**, says th«* St. Louis Globe- 
Dvnuwnat In 1895 n«> fewer than 1,820-, 

(MM) gunflint* were produced at thr 
Lingheath mines, Braniion, Suffolk. 
England. These flints .ire chiefly lode­
light African ami other ravages, who, 
having been so long used to flintlocks, 
are reluctant to give them up.

The method of manufacturing these 
gun flints is very interesting. In the 
operation of “flanking” the worker 
will take a “quarter" in hi* left hand 
and placing it on hi« knee, around 
which a protecting band of leather has 
Ixen <tra[»j>r«l. gently tap the flint with 
a hammer, going it each time a well- 
directed blow. At every tap a flake six 
inches long and one inch w dr falls into 
his haiul and. if a g«xxl on«*, isdrpositrd 
in a pail by hi* side, all bail ones being 
discarded. The knappers work the«»* 
flints with hammers with long, thin 
heads, often made of old files, trnns- 
vfisely striking the strip of flint on an 
iron fixed in i heir benches.

MEASURING SUNSHINE.
Instrument 55 hich Record» 

Strength of Kerry Hay.
An inatrument which ha* l>een in­

vented for measuring xunahine elec­
trically is ®o sensitive tliat. not the 
faiiiu-Ht *un ray that may break 
through the cloudy arch of a gkxwny 
day is lost, even, if it Im* but of a mo­
ment’s duration, says the Pittsburgh 
Disiatch. Not only dor* it catch these 
rays of sunlight, but by an ingenious 
contrivance it records their degree and 
the jvrriod of the day at which they 
<M*cur. TTie cylindrical glass tube«, 
connected by a s:em, are inclosed in a 
protecting gla-s sheath. Mercury is 
used to separate the air in the bull*, 
which are filled with pure, 
hermetically sealed, 
tween the bull* of the 
sheath is then exhausted 
sealed. One of t he bulbs is coated with 
lampblack and when the sun shines its 
attraction for the blackened bulb drives 
the mercury up through the stem lead­
ing to t.he clear glass bulb. In it* pas­
sage, it forms-a circuit w ith fine wires 
fused into the glass anil the record is 
instantly carried to a register in the ob­
server's office. This register is oper­
ated by clockwork, and upon it« bras* 
cylinder a *he«*t of pajx»r lx*airing lines 
indicating the miuutes and hour* of 
the day is traversed
