On the 20th of this month Queen 
Victoria's subjects will celebrate 
the old lady's diamond jubilee. 
She will then be on the throne 60 
years, much longer than any of her 
predecessors. She has led a quiet, 
almost secluded life since June 20. 
1837, and has troubled herself more 
about marrying of her descendants 
to prospective crowned 
Europe than about any 
cares of state, which 1 
shouldered by her prime
and parliament. A picture of her 
when she ascended the throne, a 
slender child of 17, and one ot her 
now, a little old woman, broad as 
she is long, exhibits quite a contrast. 
The British mints do not recognize 
Victoria's age, but continue to 
stamp her profile on the current 
coin of the realm as a pretty woman 
in her teens. Even the sturdy Brit­
on deprecates the onslaught of 
years and staves off old age as long 
as possible.
