There are even a 
few which, built u|mmi sunken reefs, 
seem to rise from the very Im<1 of the 
ocean, ajui agajnst which storm-driven 
Meas lurvak with shocks which shaJce 
them to their foundation«. Such ar»* 
the Eddystone lighthouse, off the const 
of England at the entrance to the Eng 
h«h channel, and our own Minot’s 
Ixnlge light, near the entrance to B<»*i 
t<si harbor.

Bnniinax, 
alligator* pears and pineap/ple* a.re th«* 
commonest articles of purchase, and 
here shi[»s from Jamaica, Cuba and 
Nassau, in the Bahamas, unload their 
cargoes and *rt«p««sr of them at ruinous 
rates rather than risk a voyage nt this 

i time of year to more northern ports. 
■ Quirk mlcs and «mall profits seems to 
j be the prevailing idea with them. As a 
consequence Key Wewt is. perha|»s. the 
greatest banana and pineapple market 
in the world. On almost any day one 
can secure an enormous bunch of 
bmuinas, ripe or green, nt from ten to 
fifte«-n cents, and can cart aw ay all th«* 
luscious pineapples heron*» to purchase 
at one, two or three cents*each.
