States who has more power than th« 
president and all the federal •curt 
combined,” said a naval officer recent 
ly- “Tba secretary of the navy i* th. 
man. hi» power over officers « f i 
navy is autocratic. He can wit Io •

and fixed compensation. In the army 
the salary of an officer is fixed by law, 
and no one, not even the president, 
can deduct a cent from that pay with­
out a court-martial. In the navy ther« 
are three regular grade* of pay. In 
the case of a rear admiral, which is 
the highest rank in th«* navy, the pay 
at sea is six thousand dollars. On 
shore duty this is reduced to five thou­
sand dollars, while if the «»tficer is on 
leave of absence or ‘waiting orders’ 
this is reduced to four thousand dollar* 

“Now supp«»se a rear admiral is or­
dered to the command of the fleet in th«* 
North Atlantic. Th«* secretary of the 
navy propooes to visit the fleet. He is 
received on board the flagship with all 
the h«»n«»rs due his station, and the a«i 
miral doe* his lx*st in the wuy of enter­
tainment. Suppos«- again, when th«- 
secretary sits down to (line at the ad­
miral’s table he finds that a cheap 
brand of American wine is served in­
stead of his accustomed Chateau 
Yquem. The secretary determines to 
resent this indignity, lie goes ashore 
and decides to relieve an admiral wh«» 
knows nothing of the first principles of 
hospitality. He issues an order de­
taching th«* admiral and placing him 
on waiting orders. Then on the fol­
lowing «lay be determines to punish 
him still further. He calls in the chief 
of the bureau of navigation and directs 
that Admiral Bowline lx- given an iu- 
definite furlough. Tlia’. means that 
instead of drawing six thousand dol­
lars a year as he wa* yesterday, the 
late admiral of the North Atlantic finds 
hi* income suddenly reduced to two 
thousand dollars, and all because he 
ha* offended the ruler of the navy in 
some slight matter.

“Cannot the admiral ap(x*al? Cer­
tainly not. There is none to whom In* 
can cry out. The president has no 
power to review the decision* of th** 
secretary of th«* navy in matters of this 
kind. This is an extreme case, of 
course, but it would not be difficult to 
point out where lieutenants have had 
their pay cut from tw«» thousand six 
hundred dollars to nine hundred dol­
lars by a secretary who had a grudge."

efface all truces o 
dress themselves handsomely, return to 
their usual avocations, and fora long 
time drink nothing intoxicating.

of the journey down the u;.y>. If a 
boat should get in the way. or if it 
should take an unusual length of time 
to knock out the keel-blocks, or if any 
one of half a dozen things houl* < n»se 
serious delay, the scientific man knov s 
just bow long he can wait, ami just how 
far the limit of safety extends.

There is always one supreme moment 
in a launch, and it is at a time that ex 
rapes the average spectator. It is wlieu 

I the vessel get* fairly well into the water
This is when an important factorkrov n 
as the moment of buoyancy c 
play. If you can imagine u ycshcI lid 
ing dow n an incline w ithout any v.atei 
into which to drop, you can see that th? 
vessel would tip down sudden! at t! • 
end which has left the ways,and won 
rise at the end still on the incline. Hu* 
really, in successful launches, the stcr« 
of the vessel is giadually lifted up I 
the water, and this throws the weigh" 
forward on that part of the ship still 
resting on the ways. The force of th.- 
water is called the “moment of buoy 
an<*y, ’ snd the natural tendency of the! 
ship to drop to the bottom of the stream 
is called the “moment of weight.” Now 
the moment of buoyancy must always 
lx* greater than the moment of weight; 
but it must not be very much greater, 
for if it were it w «del throw too much 
weight forward on the part of the ship 
still on the ways, and might break then, 
down, or injure the plates or keel of 
the ship. When the great English 
battleship Ramil lies was launched, this 
did really hap|x*n; and so great was the 
struin near the bow that parts of the 
cradle were actuully pushed right into 
the bottom of the vessel. It is this dan 
ger of disaster that causes the scientific 
laurcher to make the most careful cal- 
culat ions, as to the conditions surround-, 
ing the ship at every f<x>t of her journey 
into th«* water.—Frank Matthews, in 
St. Nil holus.

Dosnoe. a sister of M. Thiers, 
has a necklace of several rows, which 
has taken her thirty years to collect, 
and has coat herupwardof £15.000. The 
empress..f Austria posses.«*» some of the 
most beautiful black pearl» it is jmssi- 
ble to find: her casket and that of the 
czarina of Russia are. in fact, th** most 
famous in the world for pearls of this 
color. '

Mme. Leonide Leblanc sold her neck­
lace of pearls a year or two ago for 
nearly £10,000, but in consequence of 
certain matters which were whispered 
alxvut at the time she bought it back. 
The stones in it graduate in size, and 
are exceedingly beautiful in shape and 
luster.

’ no one knows, but they are certainly 
well able to take care of themselves. 
They are wild and warj and unlike the 
native Canadian quail are easily 
flushed. When flushed they fly straight 
for the thick woods, where it is difficult 
to get at them. They think nothing of 
flying half a mile to reach a thicket, 
and often instead of alighting on the 
ground they perch in the trees where 
no dogs can find them. The other day 
the sp«jrtsman who had most to do with 
bringing in the foreigners tramped 
about from sunrise till sunset, and, on 
being asked the customary questi«»n, 
••What luck?” replied:

"I am a sinful man, but not a liar. I 
didn’t get a feather. I never saw such 
birds. They invariably flushed before 
the dogs got within fifty yards of them, 
and made for the wcxxls, where it 
seemed impossible to find them.”

After dinner he lit a cigar and gave 
his friends the benefit of his observa­
tions.

"I don’t believe there are more than 
a dozen flocks of these imported quail 
in the county,” he said, “but they 
travel around so much they are seen 
everywhere, and in that way give the 
impression that the fields are full of 
them. I asked every farmer 
there were any quail about, 
swer alwav* wa*. Ph-nt v of 
saw a big flock yesterday or 
before ' Now, 1 feel sure that many of 
these farmers saw the same flock. 
When the little native quails were 
plentiful they didn’t travel about 
much. A flock wouhi make its home 
in a cornfield where there was plenty 
• >f food .«ini « <>ui'i I«- found there or in 
a neighboring fiehi at any time. The 
d<<gs could get within a couple of 
yards «»f them before they woul«l rise, 
and I never knew them to fly further 
than forty or fifty rods. Besides, they 
never flew except when disturlwd, and 
when the dogs struck a trail they could 
find the fl«x;k by following it. When 
hunted the birds would fly back and 
forth in a couple o' fields, and it was 
easy to kill a whole bevy in an after­
noon. Of course that w as why the na- 
tirc quail got killed off

"But these new fellows seem to do a 
lot of their traveling on the wing. If 
a feeding ground doesn't suit them, 
they fly to another v Half a dozen times 
a day my dogs trailed a flock over a 
farm only to tin«l that the birds had 
flown. I believe each flock now has a 
beat of a dozen or more farms over 
which it travels, and as the birds are 
seen at different timeson all the farms, 
each farmer thinks he has a flock liv­
ing with him just as in the past, an«l 
that i* the cause of the opinion that 
quail are plentiful."

The sportsman who brings home a 
bag of half a dozen birds this year does 
well, though it was by no means un­
usual for a g«Mxi shot five or six years 
ng«» to make a bag of twenty or thirty. 
The men who imported the quail are 
satisfied with the result, even though 
they haven’t killed many yet, for they 
say that such waryJ»irds cun take g«x>d 
care of 
become very plentiful, 
dubious of this and say that an old- 
fashioned hard winter will kill off the 
strangers. The last couple of winters 
have been very mild. Besides they 
have noticed that th«* birds are rather 
stupid and easily killed in cold weather 
—in fact, there is very little use hunt­
ing them on fine days. But though 
there are some doubters among the 
sportsmen they all approve of the at­
tempt to restock th«* county with 
game. lol. Denison, of Toronto, how­
ever, strongly disapproves of it. He is 
a descendant of the I'nited Empire 
Ixiyalists, and so “truly lo>al ’ that he 
thinks there should be a law pawed to 
keep rebellious American game out of 
the country. He sees in this attempt 
to colonise the fields an«l wood with 
Yankee quail an effort to foment au- 
nexation.
