The weaver birds, in their ordinary 
garb, a brownish-gray color like the 
sparrows, change in spring to a very 
loud and variegated coat of feathers. 
Scarlet, red anti light blur are mostly 
the common combinations. All these 
’•ri»lal dress« s <»f birds are not <-ausrd 
b, th«’ growth of new feathers, but ar« 
simply a change of color. It is odd that 
black feathers may lx* change«! into 
white and white into black, but it seems 
to be only the effect of increased vitali­
ty which is responsible for the change 
of pigment in the eathers.—St. Louis 
Republic. n
