A Trip lo ilir Cavwa.

A trip to the Josephine county caves 
lies within the pORtibility of nearly 
every able l*udir«l man. or woman either 
for that matter living in the county, 
and ihe opportunitv should be taken 
advantage •*( bv all who are in the least 
iiiter««trd in ihe wonders of nature.

The writer in «ompanv with C. K 
Root, the «ave explorer and guide ami 
all round goo«! fellow, took an early 1 
start one lhur»<lay morning with fixe 
days rations anti amiable cave clothing bar«! w rkmq'iirr l. 
«•-rapped l<-our wheels. Ihe 20 miles 
lu Williams was made in g«»ol lime ami 
after a half hour atop to re*t and fur­
ther provision for the trip, pushed on 
lo C H. Steven’s place sewn miles far 
(her, the last ranch on the road, 
we left thu wheels, shouldered 
packs and strm k o it on the 
good pace. Ws lunched at 
numerous streams of pure, 
which cross the trail, 
pushed on toward the 
the terror of the cave visitors,

■iight, but the fact that we haxe lo climb

The Gh«»st chamber is no doubt the

deed, in the faint light of the camlie* 
we seem to see the white figures creep 
ing along the distant wall, 
inspection we find spots

nal.

Perhaps the must iiitcesting ami 
most buautiful chamber, and the most

p«ys the trouble of ascending. It is 
iiiipossible tu descril»e the beauties <»!

hut extending up perhaps 50 feet. ILe 
walls 'be entire distance from top lu 
b.»tl«»in are cover«*«l with beauliiib white 
formation in fantastic shapes ami al! 
« /«•«. B<*atitiful st iliu til«** «lepeml from 
tue overhanging r«)cks, each lippetl with 
a inv drop of water, w hich d«ops into a 
crystal |x».»1 of coldest water with a taint 

' musical «oun»l. In this tiny pool we 
I found the Itones of a squirrel or other 
small animal, covered with beautiful 
crvstals. How tin animal came there 
is a iNysf«‘ry, as it woui«! be Hii|»os«iblu 
f«»r it t«» as- end the »limy, perp«*mln ular 
ro«ks 
and iang th»* chimes, 
give b*autif«il clear tones 
fectly imitate a chime.

There are other parts of 
pt*rson* could spend huuis 
the diffuivnl passages, 
hand« and knees through narrow open­
ings, ami searching for the lieHUtiiul 
crystal ba«ins.
