Here the river will 1* dammed and three 
locks put in, lifting the ship to tlio wa­
ter level above the dam, giviag alack 
water navigation to the lake. From the 
lake the ehips, after passing through 
Hie short canal, will be let down into 
the Pacific wvsn by three large locks 
lauding in the harbor at Brito Some 
person* have objected to the locks a« 
being impracti. able (or large ships The 
attention o( such persona ie called to the 
fact that at the Sault St. Marie, are 
fia ks fully as large a« those that would 
be required on this canal, as tlievace >m- 
in-xiat« tiie huge whale backs of Lake Su­
perior The Manchester ship canal, and 
the recently completed German canal 
show plainly that no trouble need to be 
anticipated from the locks.

“An important consideration with 
such a large canal is the water supply, 
in this instance thia is amply provided 
for by the huge lake, draining so large a 
portion of two republics, and fed by the 
six months of enormous tropical ram 
fall. This rain fall, while supplying 
tha required water, is not an elemeat of 
public danger, as the region along the 
lower San Juan river ia especially favor­
able to the diversion of carrying awav 
the floods through overflow waste wires 
along ths low granite ridge already men 
tioeed.

“It will be seen, therefore, that the 
Nicaragua route consists of the building 

1 of two short canals, six locks, and dam­
ming ilia rivet, in a granite canyon. 
< Jn the other hand, the Panama canal 
was an attempt to force a canal aciuss 
the isthmus at ocean level; this demand­
ed extiaordinarily deep cuts along a 
laige portion of the route and the con­
trol of the Chagres river. This river 
parallels for a long distance the line of 
the French canal, and during the rainy 
season is an uncontrolable mountain 
torrent, destroying in a fsw hours the 
work of months. Another difficulty on 
this line is that there is no such catch 
basin as the Grand Lake on the Ameri­
can canal, and Ilia French canal must 
be dapendent upon an inferior and nn 
reliable water supply during the drv 
season. The amount of actual canal is, 
as explained, really shorter on the Amer 
icau route thau the one at Aspinwall; 
as for the other routes, aone of them, 
beyond tlierc tnu gieat ouea have been 
seriously considered by engineers for 
many years, av the difli. ulties are alto 
gel her loo formidable.

“There are two other points that are 
generally overlooked in the considera 
tlon of this question The first is, that 
the great lake itself would make a mag 
mficent harbor, from which ships could 
proceed promptly to either ocean as

Anther High Dine Canal

Space prohibits our quoting more fully 
from the lecture of Col Bailey en life in 
the tropica, but the following facts re­
garding the great canal should receive 
the careful consideration of every one. 
Corning as they de from an engineer 
who has care inly studied the conditions 
on the ground, they inav tie relied upon 
as accurate and conservative.

“The great advantage that 'he Nicar­
agua route, for an inter oceanic canal 
has over that of 1'anama, or the Darien, 
or Tehuantepec lines, is that all <•( the 
topographic features of the country are 
in its favor, instetd of offering obstacles 
to its construction. The great mountain 
-ystern that runs from Alaska to the 
Strait of Magellan is represented in Nic­
aragua only by a line of cone-like, isola­
ted, volcanic peaks, springing up out of 
the low plains. Anywhere near the» 
route of the canal there is no mountain 
range projierly so-called, with spurs, and 
foot hills, and canyons, as at Panama 
and Darien. Instead of that the great 
ranges die out as they leave San Salva­
dor and approach Costa Rica. The con­
tinent becomes a great plain, with here 

I and there a cone peak towering towards 
the clouds, but it springs as 
from the plain as if it were 
pencil point thrust up from 
the midst of this great plain,
nine miles from the Pacific coast 
great lake from which the country takes 
its name. This body of water takes its 
name from the great chief Nicarro, who 
is to that countrv what Montezuma is to 
Mexico Nicarro-agua (Nicarro lake) is 
one of the largest inland seas known in 
the Americas, ranking with our own lake 
Erie. It is 110 miles long and 55 miles 
wide, and of profound depth Existing 
as it does so close to the Pacific coast, 
yet its waters empty into the Atlantic 
through a stream known as the San 
Juan river This river may be com- 
pared to the Ohio river in size, and is 
navigable from its mouth to the lake. 
Many an old tiinei in this state will re­
member his trip up the San Juan river 
to Virgin bay on tha lake To make an 
inter-oceanic waterway it will he necee- ;
