As soon as the d;x?f« were 
ofjeued a mass of living skeletons ol all 
races, all ages and both «eXM, invaded 
the places where food was to be distrib­
uted, with outstretched hands, almost 
flesh lees, anu imploring taud almost 

' fiightlul spectr .1 laces, at the sight ol 
| food. Many were not strung| mougte t»» 
endure the food, and fell in thw streets 
as they passed away , a few others, more 
fortunate, seemed to gain some vitality.“
