Severe Pains

The Hcboo! Saving. Benk System
There has recently t**" established tn 

connection with the public schools of 
Tacoma a popil’s »»vittg» account, the 
record of which is quite interesting tn 
in way Full details of the system are 
nut at hand, but from tbe presentment 
made it appears that children are asked 
and encouraged to deposit with their 
teacher» weekly, well pennies or other 
coins as they can save from their pock­
et-money by a careful reduction of ex­
penditures upon sweetmeats, chewing 
g im, grab bags and other superfluities. 
The teachers become the custodians ol 
these small deposits at the end of the 
school week, later placing tuein in the 
bank. Those of the pupils whose depos­
its had at tbe close of the school year 
reached *3, were given bank books, 
with tbe privilege of adding to or with- 
dtawiug a part of their savings during 
the summer.

The credit for the introduction of this 
school savings system Is given to Dr. 
Ella J. Fifield, who presented the plan 
to the school luard, and earnestly urged 
a trial of it. It was put in operation 
April 1. and, alter nine weeks, or at the 
close of Hie school year, it was found 
that 2039 pupils had deposits io their 
credit aggregating *2935.22 "W ith this 
showing,” says City Superintendent 
Bingham, "we should have fully *10,000 
next year The pupils’ interest in a sav­
ings bank account has been awakened, 
and they will take a deener pride in It 
next year ” "The success of the sys­
tem,’ says Dr Fifleld, "has exceeded 
my expectations. 1 am gratified to see 
that tbe total number of depositors has 
been so large. AVe have met with very 
little opposition, either from parents or 
pupils, in installing the savings system, 
and, as a general rule, hearty co-opera­
tion has been given.”

It is wei! known that the iiabii of sav­
ing, to become fixed, must lie inculca­
ted by systematic training the basis ol 
which is a wholesome estimate of tiie 
value of small tilings. Very little, il 
any, attention is given to the training ol 
a majority of the ciiildren of this great 
Northwestern world to tbe formation of 
this habit The penny represents to 
must ot them a "come easy, go easy” 
type, and accumulation in connection 
with it is seldom thought of. The same 
is true of such other small change as 
may come into their possession through 
a weekly allowance or through earnings.

That a most important part of a child's 
education, looking to future success in 
life based upon intelligent economy, is 
neglected in this failure to teach him 
the value of systematic saving cannot 
be doubted. It is, of course, the parents' 
province and duty to ground him in this 
habit. Since it is conceeded that many, 
it not most parents are remiss in this 
duty, the question, Should it be a part 
of our public educational system? may 
well be considered.
