Oregon'» Sec, nd Governor.
The recent death of Mr*. Anna Han­

ger, at Little Rock, Ark., calls up «orne 
reminiscence*of thi* state'* early hie 
lory, since she is tbe last but one, of 11 
childreu of Oregon's second territorial 
governor. A K. Gaines, of thia city, is 
the only surviving member ol the family, 
and he started on the jonrney eastward 
on Monday last, lo look after tbe estate 
of bis deceased sister.

About the time of the territorial or­
ganization of Oregon, military men were 
in high favor, and the fact that Joseph 
Lane had acquired some distinction in 
civil affairs, and much more as a general 
in the Mexican war. his selection by 
I'resident Folk iu 1H4M a* Oregou'a first 
territorial governor was generally con­
sidered a wise choice. He and other of 
Acial* were escorted from Indiana to San 
Francisco by a detachment of mounted 
troop*, and from there he traveled the 
remainder ol his journey by vailing ves­
sel.

He was Hie choice 
ot President Taylor for governor of Ore­
gon, and in company of William Strong, 
a* a territorial judge, General E. Hamil­
ton. as secretary of state, and oilier new • 
ly adpointed:<>fficiala, Mr Gaines sailed 
around Cape Horn in a government ves­
sel, which was to be transferred to the 
coast When his time as a »ovsrnor 
was out ho and Grneral lane bad a race
for congress, and the former was defeat- i 
ed

Upon his voyage loOregon Mir. Gaines 
was accompanied by his wife and seven 
children, five girls anil two boys. At Rio 
Janeiro the vessel landed, and during its 1 
stay many of the passengers contracted 
yellow lever. At Mt. Catharine island 
shortly afterward, iwo gills oi Mr.Gaine»' ‘ 
family died of the disease, and it was with 
much difficulty that a burial permit wee 
secured on shore However, they were 
finally given a resting place a short dis­
tance back of the Unite I States consul’s 
residence. Since tlien, resident and visit 
ing Americans take pride in giving the 
graves constant attention Other meui 
Hers of the family have departed this 
life, one after another, including the 
father and mother While, upon reflect- ! 
ion, it is not strange that the generation 
should have passed away, It must seem 
so to young persons, who, by an intim­
ate knowledge of Oregon's history, asso­
ciate theuiHelves with Ilia proceedings 
ot those esrly days Corvallis Time*
