There arc two jeweler» in Chinatown, 
but tlieir eatablhhmenta do not re­
semble the ordinary place* known a» 
jewelry shops. says the New York 
Time*. The Chinese jew eler is a man* 
ufaetiirer aa well as a shopkeeper. His 
rstablishmeut is a tiny 1*0001 up one 
or two Hights of stairs. The room in 
one place is divided by an openwork 
iron partition, with .in arch andacoun- 
ter near the w imlov . w here the jeweler 
stands at work, lie is an elderly China- 
tuan, wearing glasses, and he works 
over a tiny Hre in thr window. Ail his 
work is done by hand, and some of It is 
la-iuitiful. There are heavy silver 
bracelets which o|»en with a hinge 
and fasten with an odd little staple. 
The line raised pattern is cut out, every 
bit of it, by hand. There are gold rings 
mude in the wumc way. There are fine 
rings, made of 24-carat gold. Almost, 
nothing is kept in stock. There may 
chance to lie a few ring* and bracelets, 
which are tuken from a small safe. 
Most of the goods are made to order. 
When the manufacturer i» asked the 
price of a rh»g he weighs it- before he 
answers. His scale- consist of a slen­
der stick of ivory, perhaps a third of a 
yard long, covered with Chinese char 
a< ten». At one en«l .1 »mall brass plate 
suspended from the stick by fine 
threads and a very -mall weight, also 
hanging by a thread, is moved along to 
thr balancing point by the. jeweler as 
l.r holds thr little 1 k bine in his haml.
