“To put an end to these incessAnt 
armaments and to seek the means of 
warding off the calamities which are 
threatening the whole world -such is 
the supreme duty today impoaed on all 
states.

He will forward 
by mail to Washington or to Paris a 
lull rej»ort of the conditions here, with 
some reccomendations, but he will not 
attend the peac«f commission Kitting per­
sonally,unless he is specially ordered by 
tiis government to do so. If peace 
■ihotild not be definitely agreed t«j, the 
admiral desires to be here for prompt 
íuture operations.

Geneial Merritt, however, will go to 
Paris at the president’s suggestion, leav­
ing hereon the transport China, which 
is about to return to San Francisco. Ma­
nila and its suburbs are «¡uiet, and the 
gen«*ral believes lie can absent himself 
without jeopardizing American interests.

The second crop of 
clover has been cut; it is better than 
usual.

lioppicking has commenced. The 
warm, drv weather destroyed the hop 
lice to a very large extent, but the 
weather of the past week has been fav­
orable to their development and in­
crease ; 8o# that unless hoppicking pro­
gresses rapidly, lhe iice may still do 
damage The condition of the crop al 
present is excellent.

The potato crop is about ready tube 
dug Some sections report a very large 
crop, while others appear to have a 
small crop, owing tu late planting ami to | 
tnc dry period.

The fruit crop is excellent. Prunes 
ripening rapidly and drying will com­
mence (his week, (hough it will not lie 
general for h) «lavs yet. The prune 
crop is unusually large and of good 
quality. The ¡-each crop is being mar 
kete«l; the weather is very favorable for 
the maturing of the peaches.

The apple and ¡»ear crops are reported 
on mo*«t favorably by all the correspond­
ents. As usual, the (udjin moth has 
made its presence known. Large ship­
ment* of pears to eastern markets coa­
ti nue.

Kain usually fall* west of the Cascades 
on a few davs between the lit and 15th 
of September, seldom in large amounts, 
and it is reasonable to assume that some 
will till this year between the same 
«late* Arrangements, therefore, should 
b«* made accordingly.
