Foreign military criths at the seat of 
war Lave all spoken tn high terms of the 
taa kmausUip of American gunners, 
and, in view of the special training which 
they received in the months preceding 
the outbreak of hostilities and their sub­
sequent practice in the frequent bom­
bardments of Spanish forts, it may safe­
ly be said that the work of onr gunners 
in the naval battle of Santiago represent­
ed the best results that can 1« obtained 
with modern high powered rifles.

With this fai t in view, it is startling, 
and, to the enthusiastic admirer of the 
modern wea,-on. somewhat discouraging, I 
to observe what a very small percentage 
of the shots that were fired, even on our 
side, bit the mark—not more, in fact, | 
than about three per ot n . This, appar-1 
eutly, is the beet result that can Im ex­
pected in the heat, smoke and confusion 
of an artillery duel at sea.

Until a more thorough examination ol 
the Spanish ships has been made, and 
the full returns of ammunition expend­
ed have been published, it will be impos­
sible to determine the exact proportion 
of hits to misses , but suflicient has been 
made known by official leporls and the 
observation of trustworthy observers on 
the spot to show that the figure we have 
quoted is not very far from the mark.

The number of shot holes counted on 
the four cruisers as they lay upon the 
beach immediately after the tight was 
one hundred and tbirtv-one, distributed 
as follows: Ths “Oquendo,” silty-six; 
the "Teresa,” thirty-three; the "A'ixca- 
-a,” twenty-four; and trie ’’Christobal 
Colon,” eight. As the vessels were sub­
merged somewhat below their normal 
draught, it is possible that some hits in 
the teighborliood of the waterline could 
not be counted. Waterline hits, how­
ever, are not likely to be numerous, and 
if we suppose that about a score of hits 
were made that could not be counted, 
we get a total of say one hundred and 
fifty for all four vessels. The very low 
freeboard and shorter length of the de 
stroyers would render them difficult li­
bit, and they were so speedily sunk as to 
lie only a comparatively short lime un­
der lire We will assume, however, that 
sixty hits were made upon the two boats. 
This would bring the total number made 
on one side up teone hundred and eighty.

As regards the number of shells fired, 
we are informed by an officer who took 
part in the fight ttiat the total of all 
shells, big and little, was six thousand. 
This agrees very well with the statement 
in the official report of Captain Evans, 
of the “Iowa,” which credits this with 
having tired 1,473 rounds. Accepting 
the estimates of 1HII hits and 0,0 K) rounds 
as correct, we llnd that the proportion ol 
hits was only three |>er cent.

The disparity is largely explained by 
the fact that the dense volumes of smoke, 
both from our own and the Spanish 
guns, prevented accurate shooting by ob­
scuring the mark during the greater part 
of the action

There Is an important lesson to be 
learned, however, from these figures; 
for if only three per cent of the shots 
reach the mark, the heavy 12 and 13-incb 
guns, which tire only once in three or 
four minutes, are at a great disadvantage 
as compared with the smaller quick-fir­
ing weapons.
