1 threw my mat­
tress to one side and went to my office 
to put on some clot lies and got a couple 
of silk handkerchiefs to use as bandage« 
and then took my station on the bridge.

When it was discovered that it was a 
false alarm, the retreat call sounded, 
and it was amusing to see the men in all 
Mages of dress and undress.

August 10th. At last we are at Ma, 
mla. 40 days from San Francisco. The 
Baltimore this morning signaled us that 
hostilities bad ceased. We can plainly 
see tbe stars and stripes floating over the 
city. We will go to Cavite tomoiruw 
and undergo extensive repairs.

August 24th. Th« day .Manila was 
bombarded, Dewey tol«i lhe German 
tlaut to move out of range but the ad* 
miral refused. Dewey told him that 
if lie didn’t move fie would blow them 
out of the water. They signale«l over to 
the English asking what they were go 
mg to du. The answer came 
..hall do what 1 am told,” so the Ger­
man thought it Ih?M to obey. They 
have taken a bold stand against the 
Americans but since tbe two monitors 
arrived they are more quiet.

Everything is quiet a I »out Manila ex 
cept small battles between natives and 
Spaniards. Every few days a lot of 
Spanish soldiers come into Manila under 
the white flag to surrender All tbe 
the natives can say is, “Dewey much 
grando Americano go boom .' boom! and 
Spaniards tall.”

August 27th Tlie native« killed 
seven of our soldiers lavt night and we 
aie expecting them to attack the Cavite 
navy yard at any moment. Just a short 
distance across the bay is the insurgent 
camp ami we < an see them marching to 
and fro. M e have our guns trained on 
their camp and it they make a break, 
there w ill be trouble for them.

August 29th. While ashore today, 1 
witnessed the execiili >n of three natives 
who k.lle«l two of our soldiers a few days 
ago. It was a scene that I do sot care 
to witness again. At sunset they were 
marched out of the Spanish dungeon tv 
the place of execution, seemingly not 
knowing what was going to be «lone to 
them, lheir friends bade them a last 
tarew«ll and the priest «poke a lew 
words in Spanish and as the bell in the 
old cathedral killed the death knell, the 
word ol command was given to tl.e 12 
insurgent soldiers.
