The determination uf the legislative 
committee us acheol laws to contiaue ia 
suing teachers' certificates to nerinal 
graduate, without examination is open 
to grave question. It is doubtful policy 
to issue a certificate to anybody, whether 
graduate or non graduate of 
school ’without examination, 
no scholarship, carries with 
vincing assurance of ability
If a normal school graduate is fitted to 
teach Be need not fear any examination 
that he is likely to encounter, and there 
are many qualifications of a good leat her 
outside ol a record for scholastic a< quire- 
ments which are worthy of inqiury by a 
Board of examination. Home persons of 
gtxxl schalaatie record are not capable of 
becoming good teacher«, and there does 
not seem to be any good reason why tbe 
graduate of any school,high or low grace, 
should l-e granted a certificate without 
examination. It w as only last yeai that 
a New England man of considerable fame 
as a scholar failed miserably to puss the 
examination required oi him on his ap­
pointment to lhe office of school siiperia- 
tendent in a large city ol the Atlantic 
seaboard. There is no hardship in re­
quiring any graduate of any school to 
submit to examination. Of course no 
examination would be a perfect teal of 
illness for a teacher’s work, but every 
candidate for a tea< tier’s place should be 
raquired to submit to examination. To 
anybody who can meet tbe teat of exam­
ination a certificate should issue, and a 
certificate should issus to nobody without 
an examiaation. That would seem tc 
be the only sound rule. There is a 
"school of journalism," we believe, con­
nected with Cornell university, but on 
the sole strength of a diploma issued by 
thia "school of journalism,’’ no conduc­
tor of a public journal of any consequence 
would emplov a graduate.—Oregonian.

from wine making.'' A sweeping state­
ment indeed, but unsupported by facts 
save the story of his friend, the clergy­
man, about the drunkenness prevailing 
in a California wine district. Mr. 
McLean save fuithur, "The theory that 
the increased use of wines teads to di­
minish drunkenness lias l>eeti exploded 
long ago.” May 1 ask how and when 
and where this explosion took place?

Notwithstanding Mr. Holland, whom 
lie mentions by name and "all others” 
whom tie doea not, as bearing out this 
testimony, I contend that the drinking 
of light wines or beers lias a decided 
tendency to check the ap|>etite for strong­
er stimulauts. In France, the greatest 
wine producing country on the globe, 
most every one takes a glass or two ol 
wine, generally diluted with water, at 
mealtime and st a direct result, intoxi 
cation is of rare occurrence. The same 
holds good in Germany, while Great 
Britain ami lhe United Stales, being 
more partial to the use of brandy, whis­
key, etc., show by far a longer list of 
drunsards.

If people in thia country could dis 
abuse tbsir minds of tbe idea that the 
consumption of wine in pro|-er quantities 
and al pro|>«r times is lo be deprecated 
or that their respectahility suiters by in­
dulging in a glass at the table, their gen 
eral health would greatly improve and 
we would have fewer dyspeptics, aa the 
result ol tea or cotlee drink ing, but above 
all the taste for whiskey, etc. would sub j 
aide. The older nations have long since - 
found out that the juice of the giape, 
taken lo a moderate extent is conducive 
to health, amine should profit by tlisir 
expsrisnee, instead of fostering preju 
dices and defaming one of tne leading in­
dustries of a sister state. l>.
