Correspondents have written us in­

quiring into the status of the friars in 
tbs Philippines to whose abuses we have 
had occasion to refer m general terms. 
One correspondent,who evidently does not 
write bj much for information as for tbe 
expression of bis disapproval of a hat we 
have said, declares our references are 
"offensive, indecent and untrue," and he 
ids:
“What you style ‘appropriation' is 

simply tbe just acquisition of land from 
the government for missionary and edit 
cational purposes. The 'pasts of friars’ 
have brought 6,01)0,000 of savages to be­
lieve in ( brisl. Universities and public 
•< hoels have spread knowledge to a 
good degree among the natives. These 
have not been exterminated but are 
more numerous now than when first vie 
itud by their conquerors. There is 
abundant and undeniable tsitimony to 
•bow the vast advamewient made by 
these islanders since their discovery 
Yet you editorially write such « aluiu- 
uies I”

With reference to all inquiries on tiiis

And llrnt, we may say without fenr of 
-ontradirtion that the abuses of clerical 
ism in the Philippines are greater even 
than those a hu ll vxhie«! in England 
prior to the drastic mea/<uieH of Henry 
VIII.

1 An account of the death of Robert 
Taylor was read to tbe aged woman of 

‘ Highland county the other day. and she 
displayed great interest in the history 
of the Irish postmaster. Taylor was 
appointed postmaster at Scarva. Coun­
ty Down, just after the introduction of 
penny jxjstage. and he held that office 
to within a few days of his death, at­
tending to the many little details of the 
place. According to the Westminster 
Gazette he was born in 1764; others put 
his age at 119. At any rate it is on rec­
ord that he was a flf«*r for the British 
troops during the rebellion in 1798 in 
Ireland. He was a Methodistand had 
built a large hall back of his residence 
for religious purposes. Aunt Mirah 
Davis is also a Methodist, and she at­
tends sen ices rrg’Mftrly. Her appetite 
is good and she thinks she w ill live to a 
greater age than that attained by Rob­
ert Taylor.

Many strangers who have heard of 
the great age attained by Aunt Mirah 
have called on her. and she always re­
ceives them in the most cordial man­
ner. The residence of the agr«l woman 
is eight miles from Hillsboro, on the 
Petersburg and Hillsboro pike. In the 
chso of most ag<*d colored people there 
is no record to show in reference to 
their birth. In the case of Aunt Mirah. 
however, there is an inscription in an 
old. time-worn Bible which shows that 
she was born on April 23, 1774. This 
book is yellow with age. and most of 
the leaves are worn away until they are 
now as thin as tissue paper. The rela­
tives of the aged woman are very care­
ful about showing the book, as they 
do not care to have it handled unneces­
sarily and thereby incur chances of 
having it mutilated. Aunt Mirah never 
Indulges in the use of stimulants, but 
occasionally smokes a cob pipe. She is 
a familiar picture, seated in front of 
her little cabin, which is surrounded by 
a cluster of shade trees,—Cincinnati 
Enquirer.
