There is a bill before the legislature 
to amend the Charter of Grants Pat*« 
The city council proposed the amend­
ments and the substance of there, or the 
principal ones, is as follows Author 
izing the people to bend, if they so de­
sire, not to exceed >100,000 indebtedness; 
Authorizing the mayor to appoint the 
marshal and street commissioner to be

Everyone who wante«l to work 
seemed lobe doing something because 
there was plenty lor him lo do. The 
leading industries of the Pajaro valley 
are fruit raising, principally apples and 
beet vulture, while the production jI 
strawberries is no small concern. There 
wore ohippe<i from that valley last ova 
sun to foreign markets approximately 
1,(KM),(MH) bums of applua and yet this 
industry io in its infancy, the [topple nut 
having discovered until recent years that 
they have otuh a favored spot for apple 
raising Hue thing that impressed the 
writer is, that orchardislo could sell their 
fruit five years io advance, the buyer to 
take all chaacoe of a failure of a crop. 
A crop seems so certain that those who 
took the advantage of the opportunity to 
sell four or five years in advance are 
now kicking themselves that thov didoo. 
in Watsouvillo there are a number ol 
ergo packing house» and in a few years 
when the young orchards come into 
bearing it will take as many more 
Claus Sprecklea, the sugar king ol the 
Pacific Coast, has a large Knot Sugar fee 
lory iu Watsonville tnat makes ton» 
and tons of auger every year. The fa« 
lory and the produt tion ol the boots give 
employment to hundreds of men

In brief it appears sate lo say, all 
things considered, wet weather, dry 
weather, climate, etc , that the Pajaro 
valley is the garden spot of California 
and the people down there are begin­
ning more fully to realize the fact tha 
past few seasons.

We will buy your gram at our 
price aud if we cannot exchange goods 
for farm produce, we will order a carload 
from the Rogue River valley qir from thu 
L'mpfjua yallsy.”

But this carload is exchanged for our 
money and not our g<jeds, money that 
we gel irom the miners and farmers 
who live around Grants Pass. Now 
when the merchant orders a carload of 
farm pinduce and pays cash, of course, 
the money is gone just the like tbs mon­
ey th«' woman pay out for articles which 
they get in other cities. I wouid like to 
ask the question, “Why do our mer­
chants do this? And how can our farm­
ers he prosperous when they nave such 
a set ot men to deal with as the Grants 
Pass merchants who will not pav cash 
for any produc e that they get from the 
farmers?” Certainly the merchants 
must realize that we have no other mar­
ket except Grants Pass and it is sell our 
produce there or nut at all, besides the 
farmer is compelled to accept the mer* 
chant’s terms or keep bis produce.

Now these are facts, Mr. Editor, I 
know that it is impossible to sell a two 
horse load of anything off the farm to 
merchants of Grants Pass lor the cash, 
but they take it and sell it fer the cash.
