The result of thi, is a wonderful 
econo my of the rime of the parliament 
and cf th? courts. Vnconstitutiona! 
bi i.» are often kill? d by the hand cf the 
bill drafter, aud all measure» submit­
ted to th? legislative body are clear 
in import aad full, yet coacisrt, in farm. 
We need something of this kind here. 
Excellent measures are not seldom the 
offspring of th? brains of men who are 
not trained constitutional lawyer«, and 
they fail of enactment, or of enfor 
meet if mac ted, on account of teebni 
blexafehes which might <■ ri’y be 
mevtd. The rcccr.ls of our legislators 
and courts are fi.li of th? obituaries of 
such laws. The appointment of a cap- 
abl? drafter of bills to aid legislator», 
in the preparation of proipective laws 
would enable each measure to stand or 
fall squarely on its merits, irrespective 
of considerations merely' technical.

jiHtience for the year to roll around, so 
that they may go again. These are th? 
kind» of heroines that ran extract fun 
from every mishap. They are the only 
kind that should tackle the dubious 
pleasure* of th? Muinr woods. For that 
class—and It is an extensive one that 
enjoys roughing it, there is no enjoy­
ment in all the world Ilk? thr autumn 
forest. Rut the person who goes in for 
the first time without proper concep­
tion of the nature of the fun w-ill lx* su­
premely- miserable himself, or herself, 
and will make all the folk* around mor? 
miserable still.

The woods­
men wav that when the women are out 
hunting they are very cautious, with 
all a woman’s inherent fear that some­
thing will happen, and that no matter 
how unskilled th? womm msy Im» in 
th? u*? of firearm* they, the guidi'S. ar? 
nrvrr apprrhrn»i%? of accidents. It la 
th? impetuous veteran who blows off 
his own or some on? tlw-’a head - Tx»w I 
Iston (M?.) Journal.

them were costumed as if fora ball — 
with uncovered shoulders and arms, 
and richly ornamented dresses of white 
or delicately tinted silk, with a profu­
sion of jewels.

A few persons, both mal? and female, 
w'ore half marks, and a good many, ap­
parently not of the haut ton. were 
draped in fancy costumes« some of 
them rather funny, but generally in 
poor taste; indeed, th? same rule ap­
plied here which is found universal ail 
over the world on such occasions—the 
best, people were th? quietest in dress, 
manner and deportment.

A few volantes, richly ornamented, as 
were th? harnesses of the horses and 
the livery of th? valeseros guiding 
them, joined th? procession; but the>c 
e.’trriag?« ar? almost banished from Ha­
vana by the mor? convenient victoria 
or baroukdie, while a 
emigres have brought 
which look sadly out 
out-of-door climate.
