THE CLIMATE OF SOUTHERN
OREGON.

The idea which prevails in vatious 
parte of the country concerning lite cli­
matic conditions of Oregon, are oli«n 
full of error, and in many instances are 
most amusing. The title of ‘ WeOfoul” 
which clings to ail residents ol Oregon, 
has duuuiless been^given them betaus* 
of th« imagined n«« realty fur their learn­
ing lhe art ol swimming iu order to move 
abeut, and 1 have aieu heard uf people 
wLu believed that the air in Oregon is so 
constantly lull of fugs that lamj>* have to 
be kepi burning al midday to be able t* 

! s*e well enough to read. 1 ne scope oi this 
article ie only inteaded to cover what s 

1 anown as "Southern Oregon," which, 
title, by the way, is misleading, because 
what is known as Southern Oregon is in 
tact simply the eouthwestern corner of 
lhe stat« exclusive of that portion uf 
said corner which lies west of the Cuaat 
range uf mountains. The Coast and i 
Cascade range- ef mountains extend, as 
will be seen by consulting any good map 
of th* slate, parallel with the uceau 
shore line, lhere will aisu be seen two 
ranges connecting the main chains re­
ferred t*, une crossing about with the 
southern line of the state and the other 
just north of Kesrburg. The area em­
braced within the»e lour l>uundary lines, 
dotted hers and there with leaser peaks 
ami ridges, is what is known all over the 
Pacific coast as ’ Southern Oregon" and 
Las a climate peculiarly 
which is not duplicated 
slope or in fact in the 
North of the t'aiapooia mountains, the 
range referred to as crossing north of 
Roseburg, lhe rainfall is much heavier, 
while writ ol the Cascade rang* both 
the snow fail and degree of cold is much 
greater. The annual rainfall in Huuth- 
ern Oregon should be from 25 to35 inches 
the mean lor lhe last vight years being 
29.36 inches, and the average fur each 
month during the same lengtB of tune, 
fur those mouths in which ram fell, is

medicine., Persons suffering from rheu­
matism anJ various other maiadie* or 

‘ con plication» generally find themselves 
. greatly benefited by residing in this 
• country. The height above sea level is 
964 feet, therefore one is never troubled 
because of a“rare"almosphere. Through* 

1 out the winter warm sunny days are fre- 
■ quent and usually in March the fruit 
orchards are loaded with b join and na­
ture begins to take on her coat of green. 
Taken altogether, places tbat^are more 
favored by a kind providence are seldom 
found, and it is with «adnui>.» we think of 
friends in the East, seeking refuge from 
me piercing cold or tbe life-taking bliz­
zard and finding none. The only reason 
why the Pacific elope is not far more 
densely peopled, is simply because resi­
dents of other sections cannot realize 
tne vast difference. Tn* spending of 
just one winter here, will hrwever fully 
convince auy one. It is far more satis­
factory to sit quietly in comfort and safe­
ty, and read oi blizzards, 30 degrees be­
low zero cunditiuue and so on, than it is 
to face them in their native haunts. 
There is room for thousands inure of in­
habitants on the Pacific coast and they 
are com*ng.
