Loaning School Money
Tbe state tesrd of school land ( ommis- 

sionere have adopted rules regulating the 
loaning of achool money. The rules are 
ae fellows

First—No application for a loan will 
be uoMdered for less the a $250, nor for 
a greater sum than $6000, and in no case 
for a greater sum iban one-thirl of the 
cash value of the security offered.

Second—That no attorney of the board 
shall charge any fee for the examination 
of tbe title to land offered as security for 
a loan Irom tbe state, and make the 
pay meal of the loan contingent upon 
the applicative for the loan being ac­
cepted by the board, nor shall tbe attor­
ney in any rate charge any commission 
upon the amount of loan applied for and 
granted.

Third—That al1 < hanges by aay attor­
ney of the board for examination of th* 
and offered as security for su< b loans 

shall be a reasonable fee for such ser 
vice, and the amount agreed upon must 
be stated in the certificate.

Fourth—Abstract of title must be fur 
nished by the applicant, aad the saute 
shall be kept on file in the office of the 
attorney for the board, and 
turned over to his successor

Fifth—Whenever default is 
tbe payment of tbe taxes
chargeable to any of the securities held 
by tbe state land board ami the sama 
has become delinquent, and certified to 
by the proper officers for collection, as 
the law directs, it shall be the duty of 
tbe clerk of this tesrd, upon the ascer­
tainment of tfie amount, to pay the same 
and charge it to lite mortgagor, where­
upon foreclosure proceedings shall be 
instituted forthwith.

Nu perstition.
One of the most discouraging facts con­

nected with human progress is that vou 
never know when a folly is ki' «•«', and 
whan it is only “scotched.” Il is the 
snake’s tail that always wiggles longest. 
Somewhere, obscurely hid for tin* time, 
the superstition or vice which wan thought 
to lie dead is only waiting opportunity 
lor recrudescence. At the very end of 
this nineteenth century has come such 
a revival of crude su|>er8tition8 as would 
have made our ancestors of a hundre«* 
yéars ago stare with open-mouthed as- 
tonishment. “Hoodoos"and “mascots" 
have s popular acceptance which would 
have seemed incredible to our hard­
headed forefathers. We picked up in 
the aisle of a Pullman elee|M*r a religious 
« harm which would have seemed quite 
ia place around tbe neck of a Tyrolese 
peasant, but which seem««! singularly in 
congruous in this high-class, modern ve­
hicle. Palmistry is boldly advertised in 
public prints which go only into the best 
of families. Hotels, more sumptuous 
than king's palaces, find it psys them to 
omit all “unlucky numbers" from their 
chambers. Brisk business men and ele­
gantly dressed women carry their crossed 
bit of silvsr in their purees or surround 
their faverite epnl with diamond chips 
“to take the curse off.’’ Surely that 
English poet was not far amias who told 
ns that “old Mother Superstition" makes 
ths proud to bend, the weak to kneel.” 

lu a line with this comes the marked 
revival of Romish observances in the 
English church, just at lhe time when 
American Romanism is in a measure 
freeing itselt from its me«liaevaf ex­
crescences. Religion, after the New 
Testament pattern, is virile, and cheer­
ful It is not afraid of devils and not 
distruatful of God. It wears neither a 
“good luck ring" ner a jewelled cross, 
Neither filler from s hangman’s rope nor 
scapular blessed by a popo. But while 
in America the revival of superstition 
lakes on its pagan form, as a rule, in 
England it is marked by its ecclesiasti­
cal symbols. Ths mysterious and visi 
ble “wafer” supplants the invisble and 
frse-fjrgiving Christ as the hope of the 
supplicant. The proper service of Al­
ni God becomes not a matter of
’spirit and truth,” but of vestments, ami 
poatursa, and genuflexions, ami anoint 
mgs True religion has a life as free a- 
the air, as wnle as the sea, and as clear 
as "a morning without cluudb." What 
our l'urilan forbears used to call “the 
rags of popery" are only so manv Indica­
tions that the men who trust to thes ■ 
things are not able to believe that God 
a as large in bis benevolence as he is 
gracious in his promise?

An«l yet, despite all thwse indications 
of reversion, the great current of human 
affairs moves en. It is only the man ot 
restricted vision who unmakes the eddv 
for lhe str«*am We note these return 
movements of Nuperatition, pagan and 
« Isurchly, because they are reversals,and 
so conspicuous. Whatever a few men 
may de the whole world is never going 
back to ila old-time “bondage of fear,' 
It has seen God iu the face of Jesus 
Christ, ami he dues net look one whit 
like a monk. In his sacrificial office he 
was "a man of sorrows 
with grief but in his 
ity he was accused of 
hearted for piety and 
saiiitship. No one can
ly of “lhe sacrament of penam-e" after 
reading the atorv of tbe Prodigal Non 
Hewb«thas realized that Jesus Christ 
is tbe very incarnation uf the Father 
nonld no more think ot wearing «charm 
or avoiding an omen <>r trusting to a rite 
to se« ure immunity fr««m ill than would 
lhe returned an«l forgiven son, sitting al 
the board sprva.l with his father's boun­
ty, f«»el in his pouch to discover whether 
he ha«l a half denarius to pay for his 
dinner.—The Interior
