(’n Saturday last, we visited tbe Ap­

plegate fionr raid at Provoit, operated 
by Wilbur and Moon. This mill ie a 
comparatively sew enterprise, having 
been constructed late in tbe summer 
and has been in operation for about a 
month. It is situated near tbe junction 
of Williams creek and the Applegate, a 
convenient center for quite a large area 
of very productive farming country, 
situated on both streams. The mill has 
a capacity of 50 barrels of flour in 24 
hours and ha« been ruuniug steadily 
ever since commencing operation«, dur­
ing tbe day, no night run« having i>een 
made. -

on election day. He will be put to a lot 
of trouble, but be need not lose tbe Iran- 
chi-e simply because be failed, for any 
reason, to get his name on tbe registry 
books before May 15.
