COST OF LIVING.

How It Originated Three Quarters 
of a Century Aga

On the high cliffs which skirt 
Raritan river just below the canal out­
let Is the famoua old» Be lion I a hotel, 
where Commodore Cornelius Vander 
bill made his start In life and laid the 
foundation of his great fortuua. The 
building is dilapidated, but as solid as 
In the early years of the nineteenth 
century.

Tha hotel was built In 1803 by the 
New York A New Brunswick Steam 
ioat company. With boatmen and 
ahippers it bacame a favorite resort, 
and country reaidente w'jO drove into 
town hardly felt saUafled till they had 
<Sned at the Bel Ionia. Twice a day th« 
coacbea of the Trenton line pulled up 
before the inn.

In 1823 the Bellonia passed into th«- 
hands of Cornelius Vanderbilt, who was 
unknown, except that every day or so 
he would sail up from Perth Amboy 
with a boat load of fish and oysters anil 
hawk them about the town.

IIow did Vanderbilt get the money 
from fish pedtlling to buy the Bellonia? 
Me didn't.

Early In 1822 W’llinin Gibbons, a cap­
italist, made a night drive from New 
York to Perth Amboy. Jt was Im¡>er 
ative that he should cross Arthur Kill 
to Tottenville, 8. I. Tim night was 
stormy. Gibbons besought the ferry­
man to take him across, but be refused. 
He then womlcred into an old ferry 
tavern where hardy boatmen were 
gathered.

"Where’s the man with the nerve to 
row me across?" he called out.

One old salt saidc
"Why can'n, you’re daft!"
Gibbons cried: "Name your price; 

I've got to go!"
Just then the door swung open and 

"Corny" Vanderbilt stalked In.
Vanderbilt ordered a drink an«! iwbI 

lowed it in silence; then he responded: 
"Well cap'n, I’m your man; let’s 
start!"

Buttoning up bis coat, Corny g«>( out 
his boat, with a pair of oarN, an oilskin 
and a lantern. The capitalist climiied 
u|M»n the rear seat and held tbe lan­
tern. Perhaps an hour later the two 
men, after a ¡»erilous voyage, trod 
Staten Island, soaked to the skin.

Vanderbilt had just been married, 
and Gibbons eould not persuade him to 
remain over night on the island. The 
rich man hande«) him a card, w ith some 
money, and told him to call at thr 
sU-amlMiat eom|Niny's of!!«-« in Battery 
place when he visited New York.

Home weeks Inter Vanderbilt ili«] go, 
and was cordially received^ 
was alxmt to leave Gibbons 
a package and told him to 
wharf, where he would find 
smack for his own use.

With this l»oat Vanderbilt 
make money. Not many months laler 
he had saved 4200 and leased the Bel 
Ionia hotel. Fortune seemed to have 
smiled upon him, for ubout (be same 
time he wua made captain of the first 
steamer bet wren New York and New 
Brunswick, the Bellonia, through the 
aid of Gibbons.

Vanderbilt bad plenty of competition. 
O|»|»o8ing lines were starte«) and lie had 
to bustle to maintain bis prceminenc«* 

While be was os the water Mrs. Van 
derbilt cure«! for the guests who came 
to tbe Bellonia. She frequently look 
a band in caring for their horses tin«! 
divided thr rest of her time In look 
ing after the house and Ixir. She, on« 
of whose dc£rrndants was to be a 
duchess, wushed and scrubbed to nr 
cumulate a fortune. She hud u good 
rye for buslnr^a,

Aftei awhile Mia Vanderbilt felt «• 
«)r»irr Io live mure like Ute «ristuciMl 
ubvul her, und moved Let buu»vhui*i 
into a house yet standing in Burnel 
street. Here It was that William II 
Vunderbill was boru. Capt. Vanderbilt 
wus promoted and wanted to give up 
the tavern, but his wife was not willing 
to kill the goose that laid the golden 
egg, und continued to welcome trav­
elers. The good utter of the hostelry 
whs famous.

Charles Spaulding kept an excellent 
private sc-hixd at No. 370 George street 
in those «lays, and to this wus young W 
H. Vanderbilt sent, having for school 
mates boys known later in life as Gov 
Ludlow, Blabop Richard Gimm!rich, Col 
Jacob J. Janeway, Judge Charles I) 
Deshler and other prominent Jersey 
men.

In 1834 tbe steamer Bellonia was 
burned. Vanderbilt whs Immediately 
transferred to another boat, which in 
ran for several years. His shrewdness 
won the confidence of bls employers 
an«! when a vucuncy occurred In the 
New York office "Commodore" Vander- | 
blit was made superintended of the 
line. Upon the death of Mr. GibtMins 
Mr. Vanderbilt became president of the 
company.

He moved to New York with his fam­
ily and the Bellonia hotel passed Into 
tbe bands of Col. Peter Cheney, who 
later served with the Jersey troops un* 
.!«-r m«i BbUm la Um civil war. It 
now a tenement.— Boston JournsL
