A penalty 
of $1 is provided for each offense and it 
is said that the officers will enforce the 
law. A petition lor an ordinance to that 
effect is now on file before tbe couacil of 
Grants Paas It is signed vary general­
ly by the ladies, who manifest a strange 
aversion to wading through iwaiupn and 
sloughs of nicotlna and who seein to 
think they hava some claim on tbe pub­
lic consideration.

Much *tutf ie being printed and re 
printed in regard to martial law in Idaho, 
ami the "horror*" ol the bullpen prison.

While some of tlie*e men may hava 
been treated hardly, a* a rule they have 
«x|>erieneed much better treatment than 
continued law breaker* deserve. Not 
one tnan would need to be there, il he 
had kept within the known limit* of 
right aed justice. The problem of the 
controversy ol capital aud labor is not to 
be solved or decided offhand, but 
either oue that reaorta to lawlessness 
for carrying its point ir surely subject to 
punishment. But it is campaign year, 
and therefore criminal* may poae us 
demagegue’* martyr* for a lew months 
and perhaps somebody may vote for 
somebody. Thia end is ample reason, 
according to the creed of the demagogue, 
for attacking auy of our institutions, 
even though they may be absolutely 
necessary for the welfare or safety ol tbe 
nation.

On tbe other hand 
il ie stated that if we do not pass this 
measure, that we will be at the mercy of 
tbe company who may tax us out of 
house and home for water and light, 
and law u* out of uiisleace, citing their 
record to date 1 al*o. that the plant is 
not where il aliould be anyway. It is 
also suggested that we can pass this 
measure and not carry it out, but hold it 
over the company's head as a club. 
Tbe company declaim any animosity 
toward the city, »ay that they are here 
for business and do not want to be held 
up and declare their readiness to settle 
tlie matter In our opinion, it I* better 
to sacrifice a lew things, even stubborn 
nea«, that the wheels ol progress may 
turn, and we think the matter could 
have been settled before thia. In regard 
to Hie present measure, the bond issue 
wears a more forbidding appearance to 
us than does the company. The »litWO 
imuefor Hie sewer should pas* without 
argument. A mass meeting of the citi-

The Judge'» (Jccition.
Judge Hanna rendered his 

last week in the famous care of 
City of'Grants I’m*». The decree
e<i principally al onlinanc« No. 138, the 
ordinance providing lor the Me wer,which 
was declared void and all the parties 
forever enjoined from prosecuting or 
paying for the sewer work under said 
ordinance. The decree states that tbe 
defendants' attorneys withdrew their 
reply, substituting a demurrer, that the 
grounds of complaint were not suffici­
ently staled, and that all tbe parties 
agreed that if the demurrer were over­
ruled, the judge should then be em­
powered to render a decision for the 
plaintiff at any time or place. The 
judge overruled the demurrer, and by 
the terms of the agreement rendered a 
decree for the plaintiff, sustaining the 
former decision and perpetually enjoin 
(ng the sewer construction under oi 
di nance 138

interested in having a National Park 
established at. Crater Lake. That local­
ity i« quite sh wonderful and fully as 
interesting to s< ientists and tourists an 
Ihe Yellowstone Park or the Yosemite, 
It is located in the Cascade Range of 
mountains, al»out 6000 feet above the 
«ea level. The Crater Lake region is 
well situated for a park, but is unfit for 
any other purpose, as it containa no 
agricultural lam!« and is far above the 
limit of cereals. It is well timbered, 
but the timber In of no value for lumber. 
Dm rocks arc all fn*-h lava, and contain 
nothing whatever of value to the miner. 
Crater Lake is conc<-ded to be one of the 
greatest scenic wonders in the United 
States, if not in the world. There are 
no settlers within the limits of the pro­
posed park, which ia easily accessible by 
nad? already constructed. The lake is 
already regarded as a pleasure resort by 
Oregonians, hut one of the drawbacks to 
tourists at present is the la< k of fa- 
•ilities for entertainment there.”—New 
York Trihiinr.
