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Carriera Now Being Utilized in 
South Africa.
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The pigeon post < ttabliabrd at Lady- 
rmith and Durban for carrying v\ar 
messages han been such a succe»» that 
special appropriation« for increasing 
the service will be rr«-omu>cnd«-d by 
the war office. A good deal of thia suc­
cess of the pigeon nervier is due to 
the ala ill and energy of Col. Bastard, of 
the 1 toy al engineer«, who ha£ spent 
years in pigeon culture for just this 
sort of an emergency, and he has demon­
strated the fitness of the birds fur war 
purposes. Col. Hassard, who was sta­
tioned at the Cape before hostilities 
broke out, systematically trained his 
pigeons for carrying rneMsage« across 
the rough, mountainous land, and his 
various pigeon jiosta were of the great­
est value in keeping the home office ap- 
prised of the exact condition of the 
army.

Nearly every civilized government 
now has carrier pigeons connected with 
both their war and navy department« 
France has entered into pigeon culture 
more extensively than any other Eu­
ropean power, and it is roughly esti­
mated that there are 250,000 pigeon« 
in that country trained for war emer­
gencies. The main pigeon loft or train 
ing station is at ( halons, where several 
thousand birds are kept all the time 
Every frontier post and fortress has 
smaller lofts, and three times a week 
regular communication is kept up be 
tween these places by means of 
pigeons. This pigeon post in conMtant 
practice in times of peace would be of 
immediate service in time« of war. The 
state protects the carriers, and anyone 
caught shooting a pigeon T>f Any kind 
in France is heavily fined. The pigeon 
service has been established in France 
since 1870.

The German war department own» 
about 10,000 pigeoj i, but (hey have a 
system of reserves Which they can call 
into service in times of war. The ow n 
era of private lofts have to register 
their carrier pigeons, and the war de 
partinent knows exactly how many of 
the birds it can obtain at a moment'» 
notice.

The Austrian government also relies 
largely upon private owner«’ pigeon» 
for service in timps of war. Every bird 
in the country has to be registered 
and not one can be «old or sent out of 
the country without permission. Since 
1875 a few thousand pigeons have been 
in regular service at the fortresses and 
frontier j»osts. Hus »da has a military 
pigeon system, which ia maintained by 
the officers in the corps of engineers.
