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Dr. Frederica A. Cook tells of a little 
known race of aborigines in an article 
in the Century Magazine on "The Giant 
Indians of Tierra del Fuego," whom h» 
visited on the Belgian Antarctic exprdi 
tion. Of their marriage customs h<- 
writes:

Marriage, like almost everything 
Ona, is not fixe«! by established rules. 
It is arranged ami rearranged from 
time to time to suit the eonveuiencaof 
the contracting parties. Women gen­
erally have very little to say about it. 
Thr bargain is made almost solely by 
thr men, and physical force is the prin­
cipal bond of union. For agrs the 
strongest bucks have been ac« ust«>mc«l 
to steal women from neighboring 
tribes, and from neighboring clans of 
their own tribe. The Onaa, being far 
the most powerful Indians, have thus 
been able to capture and retain n lib­
eral supply of Wives. A missionary w ho 
has been In constant contact with 
these Indians for 30 years ha* given it 
as his opinion that a plurality of wives 
is entirely satisfactory to their pe­
culiar emotions and habits of life.

The relation to one another of the 
women who possess but one husband 
in common in the family wigwam is 
of novel interest. As a rule, they are 
no more jealous than are the children 
in n civilized home circle. The prin­
cipal reason for this is that the sev­
eral wives are oft« n sisters. A young 
man takes by force, by mutual agree­
ment« or by barter, the oldest daughter 
of a family. If he proves himself a 
good hunter nnd a kind husband, the 
wife persuades her sister to join her 
wigwam and share her husband’s affec­
tions. Frequently, when a girl is left 
an orphan, she is taken into a family 
and trained to become the supplement­
ary wife of her benefactor in after 
years. In the hut each wife has her 
own nssigne«! position, always resting 
in exactly the same spot, with all of 
her belongings about her. The wealth 
of the household is not common to all 
the <K*cupants. Each woman has her 
own basket of meat fragments or 
shellfish, her ow n bag with implements 
needles, sinews and bits of fur, an«/ 
each wife has her own assemblage of 
children.

The work «if the man is strictly lim­
ited to the chMC. He enrri« s his bow 
and quiver of arrows, nnd his eye is 
ever on the horizon for game; but lie 
seldom stoops to anything like manual 
labor that is not connected with tin1 
actual necessities of th«* chase. He 
kills the game, but the wife must carry 
it into camp. In moving, the women 
take up all of their earthly posses­
sions, pack them into a huge roll, nnd 
with this firmly strapped across their 
backs they follow’ the uni ncumbered 
)ca<l of their brave but ungallant bus 
bands. Thus the women curry, «lay 
aft«’r «lay, not only all the household 
furniture, but the children ami thr 
portable portions of the house. The 
wonn ti certainly liav«* all thr uninter­
esting details ami the drudgery oFlife 
heaped upon them, but they seem to 
rnjoy it. Jn defense of thr men It 
shouhl be said that they ar«’ worthy 
husbands. They will fight fiercely t< 
protect tlieir homes, nnd they will 
guard thr honor of their women with 
their own blood. It is a crying sir 
of thr advance of Christian civilization 
that this red mnn of thr far soutl 
shouhl be compelled to lay down hi« 
lif«* at th«* feet of the heartless pale- 
fa« « «l invaders to shield tin* honor of 
his home.

Can Anta Heart
N’aturnliata have generally accepted 

the opinion that ant« are not able to 
perceive noy sound* that are audible 
tw human ears.
