It is inteudrd, also, to allow pur rot a 
and inunkry» to be interred in thia cem­
etery, and, in fact, animal* of any kind, 
if they are pets of fashiop.fdde people 
vvhu have nmney enough to spend on 
this new fad.

A jar'iition bus been sent to the dis­
trict com mission er« requesting permis­
sion to conduct such an entrrpriFC. 
However, 1his c uuld not be grunted, a* 
the toinmiMsioDcis decidid that such a 
<-pin« tery could not Im- e> tabiisiu d in 
the District of Columbia. This did not 
daunt the vriguators of the scheme, 
however, They at once decided to go 
just bey and the district line arid »tart 
the business in .Mnry land.

Th? plan is to obtain about a quar 
ter of an acre on lhe prêt ¡¡est «île po«- 
sible, and make a beautiful little park 
out uf the place. The grounds will bave 
an attendant, and will Im- kept in splen­
did erdcr. Money will not be »pared to 
make the cemetery attractive, and only 
the dugs of the rich cun utford to rent 
in this exclusive and fashionable little 
graveyard. The owners of Doggie und 
Kitty, and PolJy and Jacko, as the case 
may be, will have to put up their money 
in order to plant their animals in this 
particular spot <rf ground, as the »pace 
will be limited, and only a few hundred 
graves will be made. These will be 
costly. The poor bootblack, however, 
with a “jailer dog,” will have to let 
the garbage man curt his pet away, or 
sneak over to a vacant lot on a dark 
night and “put away’ his faiihful com­
panion.

When Admiral Dewey’s dog Bob died 
in New York the admiral telegraphed 
to the hospital where the collie was and 
ordered that he be given a good burial. 
The best that the hospital authorities 
could do, however, wrv to send th«* re­
mains of the dog over to New Jersey to 
be interred in a vacant lot.
