
A VISIT TO PARIS.
Americans Who Go to the Exposi­

tion Will Need Much Cash.

___  ______ a 
newspaper writer in Chicago, i* now in 
Paris and in a reeeut letter offers, 
through the Chicago C hronicle, some 
suggchiiona to those contemplating n 
visit to that city during Ahe exposi­
tion. lie says:

••The hotels have all raised their 
rd« from 40 to 60 percent. The Grand 
hotel is the leading robber of the gang. 
Twenty years ago a good room cuujd 
be secured there for six francs per day, 
candles and attemlunce included ; coffee 
fur two franca, dejeuner a la four- 
chette, four franc*, and dinner for six, 
including wine. Ten y* ai s ago. dui ing 
the exposition of 1MW, the sain« loom 
was seven franc», coffee three francs, 
dejeuner five franca and dinner »ev. n, 
including win«. Mow, how»*ver, the 
Marne room (incandescent light) is I'< 
francs, coffee four francs, dejeuner 
five francs and dinner st ven, or about 
$6 per day, and all the meals skimpy 
—»aim* thing every day; same old 
jxjulette and chicken salad twice a day. 
Can you imagine so protllgion a «te.d 
as HO cents for a cup of riLominahlc 
coffee ami a few counted rolls? The 
Continental anti I/Athanee charg» 
about the name. All the oth< r hot< Is 
of Recount charge about from |m to 
francs per day fur full board pet inontb 
or per day everything* is no much 
per day*, even if it l»y «»it * on th 
year.

“And then you are compelled to fee 
from six to ten people nlmui t <•< ntiri 
ually. Elegant pensi< iin, engiin cred 
by widows of ‘distinguished anti In- 
merited army ami navy officers ’ are 
higher priced than tlie high late ho­
tels. while life al a regular pvii>ion 
means taking chances of h« ing .larved 
or frozen to death. Next to Hie hotels 
»lid pensions as freebooters cotne the 
«tores, that have put up their price» 
iplite 40 per cent.

“Hats and shoes are 50 |>er cent, dear­
er than in 18HV; neckties that range 
from 25 cent»» to So cents in New York. 
Sun Fraiiri»c<> and Los Angeles, runge 
from three francs (60 cents) to seven 
francs (Sl.W) here and this is the 
country of silk nianufnctlire»! Cot­
ton, linen und woolen goods have nenr- 
y ail advanced from 20 to 60 percent, 
over ’.vhat they were in IHNtt. ( urn s and 
umbrella» and such from 20 to 40 per 
cent. Shirt», handkerchiefs and glove» 
seem not Io have advanced no much.

“Druggists’ goods hove gone diabol­
ically out of all »iglit of nil grade» of 
polite robbery. A prescription Hint 
would cost 25 cents in Sun Francisco 
is $1 here. An ounce of castor oil is 
50 relit», a pint of witch hazel 1» 90 
cent» and an ounce of borax 40 cent». 
Cundies, fruit, clarets, tobacco, cigars 
and cigarettes are the only thingN tlint 
have not liecn atrocioii»ly advanced. 
Soup, leud pencils, pen, ink and paper 
have advanced 100 per rent Omnibus 
rates arc six cents ns against four rents 
some years ago Tlie only thing rhciip 
In Paris to-day is 1lic cab. which i» still 
only 30 cents from any one (mint to an- 
Jthrr within the city, for from one to 
Hirer persons, or 40 crnls per hour for 
•ame. 1 have met a score or more < f 
Americans who iiad ronir here to staj 
for several months, but who are going 
back on Hie North (irrman Lloyd 
steamer of the 18th. All of these go 
home without making purchase», and 
none of them will return by the French 
line. Really, the foreign feeling 
Against the hotels and stores here is 
intense, and the American and Eng­
lish papers of Paris publish roinplaints 
of some kind dally.” Truman is an 
old traveler and knows what hr Is talk 
Ing about.

The earth is growing heavier at the 
average rate of 500 ton« a year The

Prof. Erland Nordenakjold, the »on 
of the famous Arctic explorer, saw a 
curious Night last year while rowing 
in th« long and narrow channel of 
Ultima Esperanza, on the aouthweat 
coast of Putugonia.
