
THE COST OF A CABLE
LIVELY MAIL SORTING.

Plana for One Aerosa the Pacific
Beset with Difficulties.
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In view of tbe constant activity 
Atlantic cables which bu* resulted 
a new cable almost tn.y two years 
since the first succcbsful cubic in J&66, 
it stands to reason, »ays Scribner’s 
Magazine, that the diffi*uilies offered 
i»y the 1‘acitic oceun must i*e very great 
fur the nineteenth century to reac h its 
close without 4 definite scheme for 
spanning the I’m itic by telegraph iiav- 
ing been adopted. The difficulties may 
be Mummed up in a few words: First, 
;hr great cost of a complete system 
of cables; second, the extreme depth 
of water known to exist in certain 
ports of the Pacific and ft-ured in oth­
ers; third, the long dlstancr between 
hindiug points; and, fourth, the luck 
of intermediate points baling an ac­
tive tra«le. The estimate«! cost of tbt 
British Pacific cable, for a single ruble 
connecting Vancouver with Australia 
ami New Zealand, is pla*-vd at about 
97. JOO,too, including two repairing 
ships and a s tm of <175,ot«) for main­
tenance g! tbe cattles for six months. 
The president of one of the <*abl« com­
panies of New York estimates th«* total 
capital cost of cable to .Japan. Aus­
tralia and the Philippines vim Hawaii 
at <12,(XX),000, and the cost of mainte­
nance, including two repairing ships 
and of operating expenses, ut <300,000 
a year.

It is nut considered that a single 
cable will be sufficient to Insurt* per­
manent eominunication. nnd any 
scheme for a Pacific cable must pro 
vide eventually for duplicate rabies 
throughout the entire rout«*, so that 
the total capital cost of a thoroughly 
reliable and efficient Pacitk? cubic sys­
tem may Im» put down at approximate­
ly <26,000.000, which woukl Include 
two repairing ships, a reasonable 
quantity of spare sable, and the 
equipment of operating stations at 
the various lontling points.

One of the essential feature* of a 
submarine cable is the speed of sig 
ualing In operating long cables very 
delicate instruments are required, and 
the currents arriving at the receiving 
end are very feeble in compurthon 
with those employed in hind-line sig­
naling. The longer the «able, nat­
urally the feebler the impulses ar­
riving Ut the receiving end. A short 
cable, a cable of under 1,000 miles be­
ing generally considered a short cable, 
given a apred of signaling amply siirti 
cient for all purposes, with a con­
ductor weighing about 100 
the mile, surrounded by an 
envelope of gutta pcreha 
about an e«puil amount, 
come to a cable of about 
length it Is found necessary, in or- 
<ler to get a practically unlimited 
speed, that is, a spv«’«l as high a:< the 
most expert operator ran read at. to 
employ a core of 650 pounds of cop- 
per to the mile, insulated with 4(MJ 
pounds of gutta percha to the mile. 
These ar«» the proportions of copper 
and gutta pen-ba In the 1x94 Anglo- 
American Atlantic cable, which is 
considered th«» record Atlantic cable 
for speed of working, and has been 
worked, by 
at the rute
ute.

The type 
the Vancouver Fanning section of the 
British Pacific cable, as designed by 
Lord Kelvin, is to have a core of 552 
pounds of copper, nnd 36H pounds 
of gutta percha to the mile, and is 
calculated to gi'e a speed of 12 words 
per minute over n length of 3,660 
miles. It is not considered snfe to 
adopt a very much heavier core than 
tills, for the reason that the weight 
of the complete cable with a core that 
should weigh more than about half 
a ton to the nautical mile woald be 
so great that picking it up for repa* 
from a depth of fathoms wmfid
be an extremely difficult nnd hazard­
ous operation.

The esinbllsliment of telegraphic 
communiention results in new ways 
of doing business and <>pcns up new 
avenues of profitable endeavor.
