a net profit of 0,000,000 n year.

Like the patent medicine business,
the mall order business depends on
the gullibility of the general publie.
Thousands of people every week send
in thele hard enrned ensh to some mall
order house In payment for goods that
could hnve been bought cheaper at
thelr home store,

Why do they do Y It s owing
partinlly to the desire of the average
person (o be humbugged and partially
to the effect of pernistent advertining,
The mall order house sends out its at
tractive Mterature to every family in
the country. In this literaturs, com-
posed of well lllustrated catalogues
and cheap magazines known as mall
order papers, the gooda are set out o
the most attractive manner. It is

On very small grounds
they take the place of trees very satls
factoril: Indeed, they are preferntile
there because they are uot ikely to
putgrow the limits assigued them, as
trees will In time, and they do not
mnlke shade enongh to hring abont the
tnsantuey eonditions which are almost
wiwass found to exiat In smuall places
where the trees have nude strong de-
velopruent.

Klinds Is o pleasing feature In sam-
mer. but there §s such a thing as hav-
Ing too much of 1t We frequently see
places s which the dwelling Is almost
hidden by a thicket of trees, and ex
aminaton will show that ths house ls
always damp and that the occupants of
It are unhealthy Look at the roof, and
you will be likely to find the shingles
covered with green moss. The only
remedy for such a condition of thingw
s the thinning out or removal of some
of the trees and the admission of sun-
