Because H itle r knew his greatest 
hope fo r a Nazi reb irth  was a Com­
m un is tic  Germ any, his s p ir it  prob­
ably rejoiced when the iron cu rta in  
went down on G erm any ’s eastern 
fron tie rs , and one of Russia's bo r­
de r countries a fte r another were 
bulldozed in to  one-party, le ftis t- 
fro n t rule.

W ith France turned Communist, 
G erm any would be an island in 
a red sea, and would soon have 
to take on pro tective  co loring, it was 
assumed. The next step, according 
to H it le r  s hope, was the reaction 
to Naziism .

Now, fo r the firs t tim e since V-E 
Day. f  rance seems to have shaken 
off her carm ine shackles Before the 
recent election, some quarters 
w ire  p red ic ting  that i f  the French 
m idd le  class and peasants could not 
get rid  of the le ft-w ing dom ination 
w ith  ballots, they would try  i t  w ith  
bullets. The le ft-w ingers themselves 
were w arning of a reactionary revo­
lution, and ns late ns the spring of 
th is  year d ire  warnings were be­
ing sounded

Donald B. Robinson, fo rm er c iv il 
a ffa irs  officer In France, wrote In 
the A p ril M ercury magazine that: 
" In  no nation of northwestern E u­
rope are there such d is trus t and 
loath ing between clusses and groups '

s tan tly  threatens the precarious 
e q u ilib riu m  m ainta ined by the le ft 
coalition, is rooted in Im placable 
hate between the moderates, cen­
tr is ts  and rig h tis ts  on the one hand 
and the C o m m u n is ts  on the 
other. . .

This s ituation com plicated the A l­
lies ' problem s In regard to Ger­
many. However, w ith  France now 
staggering to her feet, there is a 
chance fo r m ore harm ony among 
the western A llies, and it  is possible 
that Germ any, w ith  proper controls 
and m inus a huge slice o f the rich 
m inera l land o f the Saar in French 
hands, m ay have her three zones 
su ffic ien tly  united to begin to sup­
po rt herself; to s ta rt to pay some 
of her b ills  w ith  the consumer goods 
that her neighbor nations want from  
her, and can’ t get anywhere else.

The results of the French elec­
tions are p a rticu la r ly  g ra tify ing  
from  the standpoint of the western 
A llies because they appear to have 
established a degree of harmony 
among the more conservative 
French elements w ithout revealing 
a reactionary trend.

M R P  S eeks U n ity  
A g a in s t C lass W ar

The trium phant Popular Repub- 
lican  movem ent (M R P) had a plat- I 
fo rm  which, according to French 
authorities, went beyond the po liti-  

| cal field to take a m oral stand. The 
p la tfo rm  stressed the need fo r re ­
enforcing un ity  among the newcom­
ers (the r ig h t w ing elements of the 
Socialist pa rty  made up of m em ­
bers of the old resistance), and all 
those opposing the efforts (by the 
Com munists) to incite  class hatred.

At the same tim e, the M RP dis­
avowed a ll connection w ith  the 
Radical Socialists, who, despite 
the ir name, are considered too con­
servative  by many members of the 
resistance who fo rm e rly  had Joined 
In a common fron t w ith  the Com­
munists.

The election results m ay mean a 
change in Russian policy, fo r in 
spite of themselves, the western A l­
lies have been forced to take uni­
fied action i f  an action at a ll was 
to be taken. I t  is possible that Rus­
sia was m ere ly  sta lling , hoping to 
establish her Influence in Eu­
rope, includ ing France. Now that 
this strategy has fa iled  In regard

In  
M arch th is year, 1,269,064 persons 
v is ited national parks and m onu­
ments, ns com pared w ith  664.442 
in M arch, 1941. In  A p ril, pa rk  v is i­
tors were m ore than double a year 
ago.

S ta tis tics fo r the firs t seven 
months ind icate  that the e a rly  esti­
m ate of 25,000,000 v is ito rs  th is  year 
m ay be en tire ly  too low. although 
it  is 4.000.000 above the record- 
b reaking season of 1941.

F lou r m ills  in the V. S. except 
those in  the Southwest, w ill not be 
able to grind th e ir norm a l o r fu ll 
amount during  the month of June, 
due to the sca rc ity  o f wheat sup­
plies. the M ille rs ’ N ationa l federa­
tion has declared.

M any m ills  in the Kansas C ity  ' 
area are closed down, and soft wheat 
grinds on the Pacific coast and in  the 
M iddle  West are as much as 50 per

cent below norm a l. Texas and O kla­
homa m ills , located in  the heart of 
the new crop, are operating about 
75 per cent to ta l capacity.

I t  was th is 
shortage w hich caused several 
plants to c u rta il production fo r sev­
e ra l days.

M any o f the lim ite d  num ber of 
passenger cars now being d e liv ­
ered are com ing off assembly lines 
w ithou t bumpers. Auto ’ m anufac­
tu re rs  estim ate they w ill not reach 
norm a l production volum e u n til the 
end of 1946

P A T IE N T  L A U N D R Y  LEW
Secretary of Labor “ Laundry

Lew ”  Schwellenbach is a pa tient 
man. He learned the v ir tu e  of pa­
tience as a Spokane laundrym an  
when he had to handle custom ers' 
com pla in ts  about frayed  co lla rs and 
lost sh irts . P a tien t as he is, Lew 
has had a tough tim e  w ith  his boss 
in the W hite House during  the m a ri 
tim e  s tr ike  negotiations.

Shortly a fte r the ta lks  began, 
Schwellenhach called on the 
unions, the sh ipping people, and 
governm ent o ffic ia ls  to say 
nothing w hich would arouse 
feelings and im p e r il the negotia­
tions. The very next m orn ing, 
however, Lew 's boss in  the 
W hite House did exactly  the op­
posite by announcing plans to 
use the navy to break the s tr ike . 
Th is , of course, put the ship 
owners in  a favored position. 
They were no longer under any 
com pulsion to settle  before the 
s tr ike  deadline. When patient 
Laundry Lew heard th is, even 
he h it the ce iling .
Then the navy announced, w ith  

W hite House backing, tha t i t  was 
ca llin g  on its reserves and vo lun­
teers to break the strike . Again th is 
p layed in to  the ship owmers’ hands; 
again the secre ta ry of labor was 
upset.

F in a lly , he sent Assistant Sec. of 
Labor John Gibson to the W hite 
House w ith  a personal appeal to the 
President to re fra in  from  p re jud ic- 

| Ing the n e g o t ia t io n s .  T rum an 
agreed, issued a statem ent saying 
the governm ent hoped fo r  se ttle ­
m ent, d id  not want to be put in  the
position of b reaking the strike.

There was a neighbor who lost his 
hand In a thresh ing machine. A 
cousin of m ine had his foot m an­
gled by a m ower. There were 
broken a rm s and legs from  fa llin g  
o ff w in d m ills  and barns A w arm , 
personal fr iend  was crushed by a 
trac to r. 1 realize now that fa rm in g  
and ranching are two p re tty  dan­
gerous occupations. There m ay not 
te  so many accidents because of 
runaway horses as there used to 
be. but a lm ost every m achine on a

fa rm  can cripp le—or k i l l
No Doctors Close to Farms.

I rem em ber one hunting accident 
on a ne ighbor’ s fa rm . A young man 
was badly shot. H is life  m igh t have 
been saved had a doctor been a va il­
able That's  one of the dangers of 
fa rm  accidents—doctors are always 
In a town, often m any m iles away.

F arm  Safety Week la a w o rth ­
while m ovem ent which i t  gain ing 
Impetus each year. Governors 
of many of the b ig  fa rm in g  states 
issue tim e ly  p roclam ations ca lling  
attention to It. F a rm  im plem ent 
m anufacturers and dealers feature 
posters and displays, and in some 
places safety dem onstrations are 
held.

As everyone who lives, o r has 
ever lived in a fa rm in g  comm u- !

n ity  knows, fa rm  accidents—though 
apparently ra re  — happen en tire ly  
too often. Most new m achinery has 
safety devices w hich should be 
used. P roper c lo th ing is more and 
m ore im p orta n t in  mechanized 
fa rm ing .

However, 
Coolidge, who never got along 
w ith  Dawes, a lways suspected 
tha t his v ice president wanted 
to avoid being put on the spot 
by a tie  vole, which he. as pre­
s id ing o ffice r, would have had 
to break.
