which was barred from  other speak­
ers or w rite rs? ”

N a tu ra lly  I said: "N o .”  (That 
would be the end of the freedom of 
the press and radio.)

Then Dr. Koppanyi concluded: 
"You can spend a lo t of money and 
get no return. But i f  you trust in 
human ingenuity, m otivated by de­
sire of public service, the love of

i selfish a im i a llke - y ° u w il> have don« 

more fo r basic science than you I 
could ever do w ith billions of dol­
lars of federal money ."

In  addition to the c la im  of
combat chaplains that they are 
being relegated to m inor roles 
while the ir non-combat col­
leagues get the top commands, 
many also are sore over the 
navy’s fa ilu re  to crack down on 
prostitu tion  in Japan.

o lic  chaplains who served in the 
Pacific contend that the navy is 
abetting the growth of prostitu tion  
in Tokyo by an ind iffe ren t policy in 
regard to the Yoshiwaras.

FILIBUSTER AGAINST A-BOMB
I t 's  Southerners who have the rep- 

j u ta tion  for filibuste ring , but three 
northern Republicans are conduct­
ing a filibuste r more secret and jus t 
as s k illfu l as that o f any D ix ie  Dem ­
ocrat. It 's  against the atom contro l 
b i l l—v ita l to the nation.

They know the house w ill pass 
the senate-approved McMahon b ill 
fo r contro l of a tom ic energy i f  i t  
comes to a vote; so fo r two weeks 
three Republicans have kept the b ill 
bottled up in the m ilita ry  a ffa irs  
com m ittee by sta lling  at every turn.

would not let them proceed. Only 
one more m em ber was needed.

F in a lly  Congresswpman C lare 
Booth Luce o f Connecticut phoned 
tha t she was on her way to the 
com m ittee room from  her office 
five floors above But while  she was 
in the elevator, E lston grabbed his 
hat and le ft so there s till would be 
no quorum.

Thus a dozen conscientious con­
gressmen were forced fo waste 
m ore than an hour, and Bernard 
Baruch was le ft h igh and d ry  before 
the United Nations w ith  no law  on 
the statute books to back him  up.
