Earliest reference to Mammoth
Cave is dated 1799. Just how 
long before that date the eave 
was actually discovered is not 
known. According to legend, a 
Green river pioneer named Hou- 
chin discovered the cave while 
pursuing a wounded black bear 
that took refuge in the cavern.

Many evidences of earlier habi­
tation and use of the cave by 
Indians have b e e n  observed. 
Among these evidences are sev­
eral mummies, moccasins, pieces 
of cloth, bundles of reed torches, 
ladders, pottery, wooden bowls 
and various stone and bone 
implements.

The mummy of an Indian 
miner, which was found a lew 
years ago, probably dates 
from the time of Columbus, 
but certain shell implements 
which have been discovered 
in the eave, indicate Unit it 
was used by (lie Indians per­
haps 1500 yeai> ago.
The real origin of the cave long 

Antedates man's history and goes 
back to an early geological era.

The cave's passageways and 
formations present many distinc- 
tive features. On the fifth or 
lowest level in the cave is the 
Echo river, 360 feet I,clow the , 
ground's surface. Only a small 
part of its course has been ex­
plored. Blind fish inhabit the 
river. Strange names, such as 
the Frozen Niagara, the Hindu 
Temple, the Lion's Den, have been 
given to various of the spectacu­
lar rock formations.

Owned t in e  in 1799 
Firi

was a man named Valentine 
Simmons, who was in possession 
of the eave and 200 acres of sur­
rounding land in 1799. A patent 
to the 200-acre tract was issued 
to Simmons in 1812 by Gov. 
Charles Scott of the Common­
wealth of Kentucky.

July 9. 1812, was a busy day 
for speculators at Mammoth Cave. 
On that single day the caverns 
changed hands three times. The 
fust sale price was $116.67. Later 
in the day, it was sold for $100, 
and again for $3,000. On Aug. 
25, 1812, one-half interest in the 
eave was sold for $10,000 to Hy­
man Gratz of Philadelphia. The 
other half was then owned by a 
Mr. Wilkins of I-exlngton. Ky.

The unusual interest in this
property Indicated by these 
rapid transfers in ownership 
at great increase in price was 
due to deposits of nitrate 
known ns saltpeter found on 
the floors of Mammoth Cave. 
Saltpeter, one of the principal 

Ingredients in gunpowder, was 
given an extraordinary value in 
1812 first by the French and 
British embargoes, which cut off 
supplies from Europe and later 
when the United States fought 
Great Britain. Equipment for

bleaching the nitrate was con­
structed in the cave in 1812 and 
was operated from then until 
1811. Saltpeter from Mammoth 
Gave contributed largely to Amer- 

■ ican successes in the war. 
Discover Formations 

During the early mining opera­
tions considerable exploration was 
done inside the cave, which led 
to the discovery of strange for­
mations and many miles of pas­
sageways, and in 1816 the cave 
was opened for the first time to 
the public as a scenic attraction.

In 1838 a Mr. Gorin of Glas­
gow, Ky., purchased the enter­
prise, and in the following year 
Mammoth Cave received interna­
tional fame when the owner’s 
nephew became lost in the under­
ground maze for 39 hours. Pri

years. Dr. John Croghan, a Louis­
ville physician, acquired the prop­
erty in 1839 for $10,000, and 
upon his death 10 years later, 
the cave was placed in trustee­
ship for nine nephews and nieces. 

Meanwhile there was a 
growing desire on the part of 
Kentucky citizens to remove 
the celebrated cave from pri­
vate ownership and preserve 
it for all time as a national 
park.
In 1921, the Mammoth Cave 

National Park association was 
formed at Bowling Green, Ky., 
and immediately began to collect 
funds through voluntary dona­
tions for the purchase of "the cave 
properties. A bill introduced in 

owner of Mammoth Cave congress by Representative Mau­
rice H. Thatcher, authorizing the 
acceptance of the area by the fed­
eral government was signed by 
President Coolidge on May 25, 
1926, and boundaries for the pro- 
posed park were set.
