Use of Air Mail Increasing 
Says Postmaster Arnold

The individual letter writer is 
probably more responsible for the 
rapid growth of domestic air mail 
than any other group using this 
means of transportation to ex­
pedite mail matter, states Post­
master C. Y. Arnold

observance of the 30th anniversary 
of airmail service May 15-21, Post- 

' master Arnold pointed out that on 
the basis of a survey conducted by 
the P. O. department, social or I 
personal correspondence accounts 
for 70 per cent of letters going by , 
air from the local postoffice. He 
declared that the average domestic I 
airborne letter travelled 1402 
miles in 1947.

On March 15 of this year, there 
was an establishment of an inter­
national air parcel post service 
from the U. S. to 23 foreign 
countries.
