In 
the wake of W orld W ar I I ,  as the 
United States em erged the strong­
est econom ic power

rency in  both B e rlin  and B urm a.

“ You have a c igare tte  economy 
from  P aris  to P ek ing ,”  a m em ber 
to ld the house of commons in  1946.

LONDON.—Despite Belgian im ­
porters’ guarantees, the 2,000 B r it­
ish horses shipped there annually 
p ractica lly  a ll are slaughtered for 
food, instead of being worked as 
agreed, A rthu r W. Moss, of the 
Royal Society for Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals, charged.

W hether or not the stream s you 

fish apear stagnant in m id -sum ­
m er, certa in  fish usually w ill seek 
h igh ly  aerated waters du ring  hot 
w e a th e r-  and It is in such waters 
tha t the angler should exercise his 
best s k ill and efforts  i f  he expects 
to creel any fish

It has been the experience of 
p ra c tic a lly  every veteran angler 
that the best m id  sum m er catches 
of bass are taken from  eddy waters 
around rocks, logs, root-wads and 
along stream  edges where plants 
and roots combine to prov ide cover 
and accessible food. Undoubtedly 
bass frequent such places fo r a 
com bination of both food and the 
aerated condition of the w ater 
Even so. many anglers pass up 
such spots In the ir h u rry  to seek 
large, deep holes, which m ay prove 
not ha lf so productive

Channel catfish and Jack salmon
■ re usually found during  the day­
tim e  along the bottom of deeper 
holes of w ater; but as n igh t fa lls
■ nd fo r long periods thereafte r 
they come out in to the shallows 
and riffle s  to feed.

Since predacious fish feed most 
hea rtily  at night, anglers find 
beginning of this period, and 
end as the most productive 
riods.
