The state board of health re­

ported tha t the 33rd week of 1959 
brought the year’s highest inci 
dence— 29 cases— raising the total 
since Jan u ary  1 fco 127. There 
were 78 cases in the state during 
the corresponding weeks of 1949, 
which was Oregon’s fourth worst 
polio year. The 29 cases in the 
33rd week were reported from 13 
counties.

“Certain precautions s h o u l d  
continue to be observed both at 
home and school, but the assemb­
ling of pupils under one roof is 
not regarded in itself as hazard­
ous,” Joe F. Kievit, Portland, state 
representative of the National 
Foundation, declared.

The reasons behind the Founda 
tion’s recommendation for “ School 
as usual” are three-fold, Kievit 
said, quoting from m aterial sent 
him by Dr. H art Van Riper of 
New York, the Foundation’s medi­
cal director.
