The potato grading and in-
spection law  went into effect
Sept. 15. There is no inspee-
tion required of the grower who
sells in less than 10 ton lots,
anless the grade is disputed and
an inspection asked for, but on
shipments above 50 pounds the
grower is required to grade
the stock and place on the sack
or container his name and ad-
dress, In shipments above 10
tons there must be state ins-

pection of the grades, Cer-
tified seed potatoes  must
bear the certification tag

of the Oregon Agricultural Col-
lege. All potatoes offered for
sale that are not graded and do
not carry the grower's name
and address ghal] be labeled as
culls.  Pamplets giving  full
rules and regulations of the
state market agent and the
standard grades may be had
without charge on application
at 723 Court House, Portland.
