New Postal Rates in Effect
Beginning July 1 books seut from 

and returned to free public lib rar­
ies receive a gre-tly decreased rate 
provided in a hill recently pasetd 
by Congress, and amended through 
the efforts of the Oregon state li­
brary and the Oregon senators, ft 1- 
lowing the library’s protest against 
a proDosed increase. The new rale 
omits altogether the former service 
charge of two cents per package, 
reduce» the coat of the initial 
pound from five and six cents to a 
Hit rate of three cents, throughout 
the stale. All additional pound« 
in the th ird  »one will cost one cent 
iusteaJ of two cents each. The 
state thus becomes one zone for 
library books, which receive a ptef 
ential rate,

Toe state library iu 1927 seut 
out to its patrons 23,631 packages 
of books. The initial saving on 
these regardless of zone and weight 
would be »1,150, which will accrue 
to the benefit of the country pa­
trons of the library, az they refund 
tbe postage charges when the bool s 
are returned. The state library
