It la glao 
an Incentive to burry up aud leave a 
dean »lute. This method la a good 
one for the kltrhvu, to o ; various 
things are forgotten that will, with a 
list, keep things running smoothly.

A ramp chair or stool which can be 
slipped under the table when not In 
uw  la a great couveqlenc* In a small 
kitchen. Sit down aa much aa poa- 
alble when working, save your leg» for 
walks In the open air.

Before taking disagreeable medicine, 
hold a piece o f  Ice In the mouth f<ir a 
moment— It dulls the sense o f taste.

Grease the cork o f  the glue bottle, 
then It will open eaaily.

Keep old can ruMwra to aet on Ice 
when dishes are to placed on the Ice 
to cool. They keep Uie dish from 
slipping.

When rellnlng drawers with paper, 
use a small sticker to hold them In 
place.

“ Dressy" Dressings.
In warm weather there la no food 

more appetizing, wholesome and at­
tractive t h a n  a 
food  salad. Almost 
anything e d i b l e  
may be used In a 
salad, so there Is 
n o  e x c u s e  f o r  
throwing away any 
small amounts of 
left-over vegetable 
or meat.

When serving salad for a com ­
pany dinner It need oot be especially 
nourishing, for the menu la usually a 
full one. Something piquant, appeal­
ing and crisp and green la most desir­
a b le . The following are a few to be 
served a* a simple green, varied by 

.the different dressings:
Thousand Island Dressing. —  Take 

one-half cupful o f oil, the Juice o f  one- 
half a lemon and half an orange, one 
tcaspoonfnl o f scraped or grated on­
ion, three teasponnfuls o f  chopped 
parsley, one-fourth teaspoonful of 
mustard, eight olives sliced, one tca­
spoonfnl o f  Worcestershire sauce, one- 
half cupful o f  mayonnaise, one fourth 
teaspoonful o f salt and the same of 
paprika. Mix the dry Ingredients 

dissolve them In the fm lt juices, put 
all together Into a fruit Jar. Adjust 
the rubber and top and shake until 
the mixture la smooth. Set In the Ice­
box to keep cold until the time cornea 
to serve. Another shaking and pour 
over the salad, or crisp lettuce.

A good way to serve French dress­
ing. which la the simplest o f  all salad 
dressings. Is to put the Ingredients In 
a bottle, set tn the tee chest after shak­
ing well, then «hake again before 

serving. The dressing la usually liked 
with three parts o f  oil to one o f lemon 
Julre, a pinch o f  salt amt augnr, cay­
enne and dry mustard If liked. On« 
may vary thia recipe by the addition 
o f different seasonings, and foods.

East Indian Dressing. — Add one- 
fourth teaspoonful o f curry powder 
and one-third o f a cupful o f chutney 
or chopped pickle to one cupful o f 
mayonnaise or French dressing.

Roquefort Cheese Dressing. — Orate 
or crumble a two-inch square of 
Roquefort cheese Into a cupful o f 
French dressing. Serve on lettuce or 
endive.
