HOUSEHOLD SOAP
FOR LAUNDERING

Much Depend« on Fabrics 
Intended to Be Washed.

(Prepared by th« United ritmtea Department 
of Asrlcvltur«.)

The kind o f soup used for house­
hold laundering de[>ends on tho fab­
rics that have to he washed, how 
much they are soiled, whether the 
washing Is done by hand or muchlue. 
■ml whether the water is hard or soft

Bilks and woolens ure most sensi­
tive to alkalis, and strong soups 
which may contain uncomblned slka 
Us should never ho «sod un them, 
says the bureau of home economics 
o f the United States Department of 
Agriculture. A mild, neutral soup of 
known purity should also be used on 
cotton muterlals thnt show a tendency 
to fade, and on all delicate fabrics. 
On the other hnnd. It Is not econom­
ical to use an expensive soap on or­
dinary cotton fabrics where a medi­
um-priced soap would l>e satisfactory, 
or on very heavy, dirty materials 
which would lie more easily denned 
wltb a stronger soap. Many women

Mmfi of 
ttlWe soaps are useful for the Wash 
ing machine, but if  heavy nr much 
soiled articles are being wnshed. a 
solution lAeifp hy dissolving a strong­
er soap in boiling water will do the 
work better. The Ingredients of most 
washing powders are cheaper and 
more satisfactory when bought se|» 
arately.

Water softener* are sometime* add­
ed to soap* hut (heir price I* usually 
greater than their value. It I* cheap­
er to buy them separately. There ure 
other objection* to their presence In 
soups. Common xall and other inert 
ami sometime* Insoluble material* are 
often added to Increase the weight of 
the bar or to give scouring priqier 
ties. Materials that will not dissolve 
and make suds, such us pumb e and 
sand, are only valuable a* Scouring 
agent* arid *hould not be present In 
laundry soup*.

A good laundry soup should also 
be free from excessive water, which 
makes fl moist, hut wasteful bar of 
soap. No one wl*hes to pay for soup 
and receive a large proportion of wa 
ter. Allouât all yellow laundry soaps 
contain rosin. It will Initier and make 
suds, therefore It lias some cleans 
Ing value, hut If there Is too much 
rosin the soap will have a disagree 
able odor, ghe a sticky feeling, nnd 
possibly yellow Ihe rlothcs.
