Horseradish Butter.—Take on# hall 
cupful of fresh butter and add one 
tablespoonful of fresh grated hors* 
radish. Mix well with a fork and add 
on* tableepoonful of minced parsley. 
I'ut Into a Jar and keep In a cool 
place This la very good with flah.

Green Butter.—Take a small grm-u 
onion, four sprigs of parsley, two 
branches o f pepper *r:iaa or water 
cress. one-half cupful of butter, one 
and one-half teaspoonfula of salt »nil 
one-balf saltspoouful of cayenne (>ep 
per. Mix well all but the butter, then 
add the butter and mix again and pass 
through a alev* Into a howl. Place In 
• cool place antll required for use.

Creole Butter.—Take one half cup 
ful of butter, two aaltspootiful* of 
ground mustard, two teaapoonful* of 
vinegar, two tenapoonful* of worce* 
terahlr* sauce, one fourth tenspoooful 
of salt, on*-fourth teaspoonful ol 
cayenne, two hard cooked egg yolks; 
mash th* yolks and mix well all tlx 
Ingredients together

Bacon or Ham Butter.—Fry thin 
slices of lean ham or bacon, drain 
and pound to a past* on a meat 
board or In a mortar. Add enough 
butter to makt a smooth past*. To 
two tahlespoonfuls of the paale add 
one teaapoonful of horseradish oi 
mustard.

Dissolve on* compressed 
yeast cake In one-fourth cupful of 
warm water, add wltb enough warm 
water to the flour mixture to make a 
stiff batter. Beat thoroughly, let rise 
to double It* bulk, add on* half cupful 
of chopped wolnut meats, make Into 
loaves and when double Its hulk bskv 
In a moderate oven on* hour.

This same mixture may he baked 
In muffin pana and used as dessert hy 
adding mors sugar and serving with 
fruit Jule# snuce.

Prune Coffs# Cake.—Blend one third 
of a cupful of fnt and one half cup 
ful of sugar and add one b«,nten egg. 
one fourth cupful of molasses and 
one cupful of milk. Sift and mix one 
teaapoonful of salt, five teaspoonfula 
of baking powder, two and one half 
cupfuls of flour, and add on* cupful of 
prunes, soaked and cooked soft Coro 
bine the mixtures and pour Into a 
well greased shallow pun. Sprinkle 
with a mixture of three tablespoon 
ful* of sugar, one teaspoonful of rln 
nnmon, one-fourth teaspoonful of nut­
meg. Bake twenty minutes In a hoi 
•ven.

Appl* 8now.—Orate two large ap 
pies into a bowl rontnlnlng the whit* 
of an egg and one hall cupful of 
powdered sugar. Bent with an egg 
beater until th* mixture Is light and 
stiff. -Serve In tall glasses with s 
spoonful of whipped cream and a 
maraschino cherry.

Peach Deeaert.—IJne a deep dish 
with t  stale sponge or plain cake, 
pour over enough of the Juice from 
canned pearhea to soak Into the coke, 
cover with a layer of peaches and 
serve topped with wlilpp<>d cream 
sweetened and flavored with almond 
A meringue may h* used Instead of 
the cream If preferred. Thut should 
be lightly browned In the oven.

Winter Egg Salad.—Cnt hard cooked 
egg* Into halves lengthwise, remove 
the yolks, mix them with thick crenm 
and season wtt onion Juice, pepper 
salt anil tomato catsup. But the mix 
tare back Into the white*, garnish 
with atrip* of anchovies. Serve with 
endive and french dressing.
