Spring-Hatched PulletoCnre- 
fully Developed Are Rest.

Developing the spring-hatched pul­
lula fioia ih » time the elileba leave the 
Incubili or uni II the pullets are placed 
In Ih» laying houae la Hie pathway to 
prolll» In III» poultry Induatry.

"Thu oh Jed o f lillà development ta 
la have pullels o f «lamina, bone and 
vigor mid fully up to the standard 
weight of the breed," says II. K. ! »rar­
ely nr, poultry mail al Mate college. "A l 
flrnt I he proper maaliea are needed 
until llnully Ih » laying mnah contain­
ing 111 per rent of proleln la given. 
The young pullets muat have an abun­
dance of atlceulenl green feed especial­
ly, aa l lie graaa on the range gets old 
and lough. When placing birds In the 
laying linnae, do thla about two week« 
before they »tart laylug so that they 
may become arcuatomeli to their sur­
roundings."

Moating material ahould tie changed 
often, runa cleared of inter, perch 
pole* scraped and freed of mites, end 
the bird» examined for Internal para­
elica. A minimum of four feel of floor 
apnee lo cucii hint la needed In the 
houae, and at least two feet of perch 
pole for each three blnla. Dampness 
In the house end dump llltrr Is to b-' 
avoided If the birds are not to have 
roup and colds. Kre«h. clean water 
la necessary and the maah Impilerà are 
to ho kopt HIlod at ull limo«. Oystor 
»boll and grit nroda lo bo kept before 
the blnla, and grain fed twice each 
day with tlie heaviest amount et eve­
ning.

Mr. I»enr»tyn# aaya Ihnt the poultry- 
man will do well lo Btieud about Ion 
minute« each day In getterai observa­
tion o f Ida flock. Thla will help him 
to llnd any lin k Of llirlflliieiui or any 
Indication of dlarnae. Ubila roughly 
luitidh-d. Irregularly fed and watered. 
Infested with parasites or neglected lu 
other way* will not prove profitable.

first prohibition enforcement olfit-er. 
TImt title belongs to an Indian chief 
and lie wu* given hi* appointment 
more than 291) years ngol

In tbe middle of tbe Seventeenth 
century the lunch In New Netberlund 
were engaged lu a aerlea of wars with 
tbe neighboring Indian trlhee. Finally 
a permanent treaty of [icace wua con­
cluded In lUiltl, tbe leading signer of 
whlrh was "lliutauiln, sachem o f Ibe 
eavagee living at Achklnbesbacky 
(Hackensack), who declared himself 
commissioned by tbe suvuges of Ta|>- 
parn (Tappan), Itetbgnwuwanc (Man­
hattan), Klchtanance ( Kltrlmwaiik) 
and Slntslnck (Slntalnk)" to act on 
their behalf. Hut thla treaty did not 
end the trouble* between the two 
rnrea. for In Ifkl2 Oratumln (whose 
tin me ta alao spelled Oratain. Oratatny. 
Orntan and Ornlon) complnlnetl to the 
I»utcb authorities of the Illicit ante 
o f brandy to hla people.

As the result of thla protest there 
appeared In tlie official records o f 
New Netherland ttile entry:

W hsrsas  Oratanv. ch ie f af t la rk ln e -  
ksssky. and other sa vs a -s  have com- 
pla lnsd ssvsrs l  t imes that many « » I f l .h  
people dars not only to soil brandy to 
ths savsess  In this elty. but a lso to 
ca rry  whole  x n k t t s  o f  It Into thslr 
country  and p-ddls It out there, from 
which. I f  It Is not prevented In tlrns, 
many troubles w il l  arias, thrrs fors .  ths 
d irector Rsnernl and council o f  New 
Netherland. not knnwlna for  ths pres- 
ant o f  a bs lte r  w sy  lo  s lop It. author- 
la* ths enld ch ie f  toaether w ith  ths 
ftachem klattsnnuch to ee ls*  Ihs brandy 
brouahi Inin thslr country  for  sals and 
those o f fer ing  lo  sell It, and br ing 
them hsrs th «t  they mny b* punished 
as an example to others

Ths  Chiefs O ratam  and Mattano ara 
hereby authorised to setts the brandy 
brought Into thslr  country fo r  sale, 
toge ther  with Ihoe* who bring It. and 
•ondnrt  them hllher

Don*  at Fort Amsterdam  In New 
Nsthsrland Ihs thirtieth day o f  March, 
I « « !

Evidently the two chief* were effi­
cient “prohibition enforcement olficera" 
for there I* no further mention of 
trouble for fifteen month*. Ilut It la 
evident, too. thnt prohibition then, ns 
now, produced bootlegger*, for In June. 
IfifiS, Oratam and other chief* again 
appeared before the authorities, com 
plaining that hrnnd.v wn* still being 
curried Among their people, "on  being 
told that we tried to prevent nml had 
authorized tlriitam to nrrvat Dutch­
men who otiine Into tlielr country to 
peddle brandy,”  read* Hie record, “ they 
replied that they were cheated by tbe 
Putrh. who *nht thnt tbe generul bail 
given hls consent, mid showed a let­
ter giving |>ennla*lon to sell hritmly 
In (heir country, also thnt they hml 
tnken away a large quantity o f wam­
pum, whereby the savage* were en 
tlrely Impoverished."

Again they were told to arrest tbe 
white men vvlm brought liquor into 
their country and this lime they were 
further authorized to bring their eap 
tlvefl to New Amsterdam In fetter*. A* 
a reward for tlielr enforcement work 
"W e promised that they should have a 
piece o f doth for a coot beside the 
brandy which such person* should 
carry, and he who brought In flu- first 
ahould have two pieces." O f this in 
cldent one hlslorbin *u>* "The piece 
o f cloth can lie understood, lint one 
wonder* what these tempeniiice ad­
vocate* did tvllh the brandy; perhaps 
they soltl ll hack to the Dutdl I" 

Oratam. however, wn* not the only

chief who was destined to be con­
cerned over the liquor question. Amer­
ican history Is full of cases o f Indian 
leader* who saw with alarm what 
the white man's "firewater" was do­
ing to tlielr |teo[de end who protested, 
usually In vain, to while authorities lo 
atop the side of I t  One o f the out­
standing o f these wn» Chief U ltle  
Turtle of the Miami» In Indiana, con­
queror o f Oenerals Harmar and SL 
Clair during the Indian war» after the 
Revolution. After hi» defeat by "Mad 
Anthony" Wayne al the Battle of Fal­
len Tlrnliera. Little Turtle aettled down 
near Fort Wayne. Ind., and devoted 
hi» effort» to trying to Improve the 
lot of the Miami tribesmen by teaching 
them to learn to “ walk In the white 
man'» rood" and to avoid the pitfall* 
placed In Ihnt road by the white man.

During a visit to the East In lTlifi. 
L ittle Turtle visited the yearly con­
ference o f the Society o f Friend*, at 
Baltimore, and appealed to them to 
use tlielr Influence to »top the trans­
portation o f tlqnor to the Indian coun­
try. Accordingly Ihe Friend* addressed 
a memorial to congress asking that 
this t>e done. But nothing aeetns to 
have tirnie of It, for In IS02 and I sort, 
we find him making a personal appeal 
to the legislature* of Kentucky and 
Ohio for their aid In suppressing the 
liquor traffic among hls [«oople. “ We 
had heller be at war with the white 
people.”  he declared, “ for thl* liquor 
la more to he feared than the toina 
hawk. More of us have died alnce ihe 
Treaty o f (Jreene-Vllle than we loat 
by the year» of war before, and It 1* 
all owing to tbe Introduction of liquor 
among ua."

Mention of "Mud Anthony" Wayne 
rerull* tbe fu<-t llud a regular ration 
of liquor wu* considered an Indl»- 
[•ensnlde part of the sold ier* dally 
fare during the early day* of the Cull­
ed Stales army and In that respect 
Its use by Waynes force* during the 
ranqwlgn against the tribe* of the Old 
Northwest wus in accordance with the 
custom o f the day. The original mnnu 
Bert[>t "Orderly Hooks" o f the western 
army, commended first hy Wayne and 
later hy (Jen. James Wilkinson, are 
preserved In the library o f the Unit 
ed States Military academy at (Vest 
Point, and In them are ontne entries 
which muke curious rending In these 
day» o f tlie Eighteenth amendment. 
For InntHtice. on July 4. 17t»2, when 
headquarters o f the expedition were 
nt Pittsburgh, Wayne Issued a gen­
eral order for “ a double allowance of 
spirits to the troops today, being the 
annlveraar.v of the Independence of the 
United States." !>n February 21. ITfifl, 
at rtreenvllle. General Wilkinson or­
dered that Hie soldier* were to lie 
allowed lo “ draw nn extra gill of 
whisky" with which to celebnite Wash­
ington's birthday. The same extra al 
Inwance was authorized for the cele­
bration o f St. Patrick's day on March 
17. although It wn* accompanied hy a 
warning llial “ Ihe brigadier-general 
will have no riot or drunkenness."

The next year, however, when head­
quarter* were at Detroit. Hie use of 
liquor hy the soldiers was causing so 
much trouble that Wilkinson was 
forced to I**tie nn order prohibiting Its 
sale to them This order was Issued 
on July 12, 1707 and rend ns follows:

The  desertion o f ths troops may hs 
ascribed chiefly to the scene o f  d ru n k ­
enness produced by ths u n r e M m m d  
«a le »  o f  l iquor which have been per- 
mltred. and to the seduct ive  arts o f  
persons III d:*pt ‘«eil to the governm ent 
o f  the United S ta t e «

T o  remedy ev i l »  rep lete  w ith con­
sequences so destructive  to the na­
tional Interests, and so subvers ive o f 
subordination and discipline, «11 per­
sons are hereby prohibited se l l ing  
l iquor o f  any kind to the troops, except 
under the w i l t t en  permission o f  L ie u t - 
en*nt t 'o lonel rvm ipsndsn t  Strong, the 
Infmcttnn o f  this order by whoever 
committed shall be punished bv the

guard hooss and ths ssntsoca o f  a gan- 
aral coart martlet.

Within the last year or so the state 
o f Michigan hoe received widespread l 
publicity bee*use o f lu  fatuous "llfe- 
for-a-plnt" liquor lew. especially when 
several women were convicted under 
that law. And these convictions were 
another example of “ history repealing 
Itself." for the first conviction and 
punishment of a woman liquor seller 
was the result o f Wilkinson's order j 
o f July 12. 1707. The woman s a l  Lydia 
Connor, described as a "follower of 
tbe army," In tbe report o f tbe court 
martini at which she and two men 
were tried. All three «e r e  found guilty 
but only the woman was punlihed. 
What her punishment was Is recorded 
thus In the orderly books:

T h *  court and* ths prisoner guil ty  
o f ths ch srgs  exhibited « g a in s t  her. 
and »ententes  her. under the General
Order o f  the 12th. In s i .n t .  and ths 
tJrd A rt ic le  o f  ths 12th 8ectiun o f  
ths rules and art ic les o f  war, to ba 
drummed w ith a bott le  suspended about 
her neck, with ths Rogues March, to ­
gether  w ith W il l iam  Mitchell , a prla- 
onar convicted o f  the l ike  offense, her 
r igh t  hand tied to hls left, through 
tbe C itadel tn fron t  o f  ths t r o o p «  
paraded, thence through ths streets ] 
o f  ths town, thence to and around the 
front o f  the Barracks o f  the soldiery 
In Fort Lernault , thence out o f  the 
tort to and a long  th* main street, and ; 
out o f  th* west or  southwest  ga t *  o f  ' 
the town not to return therein or 
within  ths lines and fort i f icat ions o f  I 
Ihs troops o f  th* United States, on j 
penalty  o f  rece iv ing  such punishment ! 
as may b* Inflicted upon her. by sen 
fence o f  a court martia l.

Wllllnm Mitchell, who waa tried 
with Lydia, found guilty and sentenced 
to suffer the same penalty was a gut­
tler. L e.. «  person licensed to »ell 
to the sold'« rs. Tbe other man was 
James Frazer, a merchant o f Detroit, 
who wn» • ! » «  found guilty. However 
the court martial. In finding him guilty 
stuted that "as there Is a possibility 
(from tbe won!» ‘ardent »p lrit»' be­
ing Included In the proclamation and 
not In the general order) that he might 
have misconceived the latitude of the 
order." So. they only sentenced him. 
“ to he repremnnded by the command- 
er In-chief In such manner a » be may 
think proper."

When these sentences were pre­
sented to General Wilkinson, he acted 
upon them thus "The sentence passed 
upon Lydia Connor, a notorious o f­
fender. I* to be carried Into execu­
tion al six o'clock this afternoon. 
However lilchly merited, lie renxltt so 
much of the sentence passed upon 
Mitchell as relates to drumming and 
he flatters himself that this Instance 
o f his clemency may nol be misap­
prehended. ns no further Indulgence 
mult be expected."

In the case of Frazer. Wilkinson 
was even more lenient probably be­
cause Frazer « a *  e prominent mer­
chant In the little town o f Detroit
and by dealing lightly w'»h him the 
general may have hoped to curry favor 
with the citizens. This Wilkinson was 
not an admirable character. It will be 
remembered, for later In hla career 
while comtminder In-chief o f the Amer 
lean army, he was guilty o f what 
closely bordered n|a«n treason, more 
so even than Aaron Burr, upon whom 
the greater odium o f the conspiracy 
with the Spaniards In tbe Southwest 
fell So there Is reason for rending In 
■ cynical frame o f uilnd the following 
unctuous words:

as he can never he Indif ferent to thé 
f e e l in g «  o f  any person, should the 
trnnsKreeslon hsve or ig ina ted  In mis­
apprehension, he regrets  ihe occasion; :
