RADICAL CHANGES 
TRANSFORM BANKING

National Commission Sees 
Changing Opinion on Branch 
Banking Issue— Studies Group 
and Chain Banks.

NEW YORK—Modification of the at­
titude of bankers on the lone disputed 
branch banking question Is forecast In 
a review and report covering rartd j 
changes going on in banking Issued 
bore by the Economic Policy Commis­
sion of the American Bankers Asso­
ciation. The report, however, after 
referring to recent proposals that na­
tional banks be given branch banking 
powers within the business territory 
surrounding thetr location, declares 
that "we do not believe that so-calledis within the power of each of us _______

to become a competent, responsible ‘trade-area* branch banking Is likely 
and careful driver. Nine out of ten to gain the support of any large per
drivers merit that classification now. 
It ia the one out of ten who causes 
the accidents— and he is the one
who refuses bo heed accident pre­
vention messages.

If we resolve to abide 
by the laws, bo lose a minute rath­
er than gain one at the risk of 
cur lives and others’, to remember 
the un writ tew rules of courtesy and 
carefulness, there will not be 35,000

The 
statement says that the commission's 
Information indicates there are now 
289 group or chain bank systems, 
which control 1932 banks and $15.235.- 
900.000 in aggregate resources, and 
that there are only six states and the 
District of Columbia where It does not 
find any group organisations.

groups." the report says. "Aside from 
the obvious economies of centralised 
operation and control a number of

JUSTICE HOLMES
The retirement, at the 90, of 

Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes of the 
Supreme Court of the United States, 
brings to an end a magnificent 
public career.

He has become recognized as one 
of the great jurists of history—and. 
more than that, as a great man as 
well. His has been a life devoted 
purely to the public service. He has 
the qualities of mind and heart 
that are given to few men in any 
time.

Justice Holmes’ life encompasses 
a period that, to most of us, is 
history. He tempered justice with 
mercy, and fought always for the 
rights

transportation of persons and goods, i Government Officials Express View* 
should play an important part. T h e  Comptroller of the Currency

recommended that national banks be 
Siren branch banking powers' within 
Trade-areas.’
