GRANGE uc»;a i 
F3R CHEAP LIME 

WILL BE FILLED
SALEM. Ore. — Opening of a large 

limestone quarry five miles southwest 
of Dallas. Oregon, and installation of 
modern equipment to produce pulver­
ized limestone at nearly 50 per cent 
less cost than has ever been possible 
before, is hailed by farmers of this 
section as a big boost for agriculture 
of western Oregon.

Business Interests representing local 
and Portland capital are backing the 
development, as a result of efforts 
made by Max Gthlar, director of the 
state agi ¡cultural department, to help 
farmers find a cheaper supply of lime. 
The matter was brought to his atten­
tion by the Oregon State Orange, rep­
resentatives of which pointed out to 
him that the heavy freight charges on 
lime shipped up from southern Oregon 
made the needed lime loo costly for 
widespread use. Mr. Cehlar immedi­
ately took up a personal study of the 
problem and gave much time and ef­
fort to it.

Products Carefully Tested
The lime rock deposits near Dalla*

were held to be (lie solution of the 
problem and after a careful survey of 
the field and the existing market, ar­
rangements were made for large scale 
working of the quarries by the Lime 
Products Company of Salem. Exhaus­
tive analyses and test borings proved 
that the reck is of desirable quality 
and exists in sufficient volume to sup 
ply the farmers’ needs for many years.

Robert E. Shinn, formerly with the 
agricultural department of the Union 
Pacific and for several years agricul­
tural director of the United States Na­
tional Bank of Salem, and present 
manager of Willamette Cherry Grow­
ers. Inc., is in charge of distribution, 
with headquarters office in Salem. 
Contracts for getting out the rock and 
processing It have been let to M. B. 
Hamel of Falls City and the L. A. 
Snow Company of Portland. First de­
liveries of fertilizer to farmers will be­
mad e about August 1.

Increases Crop Yield
Rock from the quarry now being 

opened for volume production for the 
first time has liu n under test for ap 
proximately three years and has been 
used by farmers in various parts of 
the Willamette Valiey with very bene 
ficial results, according to reports ol 
county neents and experiment stations. 
One farmer. Ernest ffoisington, near 
Lewisville, increased his alfalfa yield 
450 per cent by application of the 
Dallas lime. Inc: eases of from 100 to

300 p.-r cent In yieiil of iegumlonu 
crops are reported by many other
growers.

The red hill soils and much of th' 
heavy valiey soils are declared by 
agriculturists to be in need of liming 
for best crop results. The new Indus­
try is believed to meet an important 
and widespread need of Oregon agri­
culture

Vast Quantity Needed
Dr. W. L. Powers, soil scientist of 

the Oregon Experiment Station, Is 
au hori:y for the statement that to 
maintain Willamette Valley agriculture 
on a perin. nent basis, it would be de 
si. abb- lo n o- at least 500,000 tons of 
ground llm tone yearly. He said re 
cenliy in one of his Radio Soil Man­
agement Club talks that old grain 
l-uds in tin- main valley floor show a 
lii. ■ requirement of one to one and 
oru: half tons an acre, with subsequent 
applications which may perhaps be 
III hter in succeeding years. The red 
bill lands are distinctly acid and need 
from one to two tons.

The Lime Products Company has 
nidified Mr. Cehlar, head of the state 
agricultural department, that It will 
supply lime to farmers at a cost of 
42 75 pi r ton. in bulk, at the quarry. 
Arrangements have been made to de 
liver lime by truck to the farmer's 
field or by rail to his nearest aiding
