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DISCUSS DEFICIENCIES 
OF PENSION LAW

Th»> enactment of the Old Aire 
Pension Law by the 1933 Session 
of the Legislature introduced to 
ttys State an old age pension act 
which has been unsatisfactory both
from the view point of the real
property taxpayer as well as from 
the view point of those elderly 
people who expected financial se­
curity from such a law.

The outstanding deficiency in the 
present law lies in the fact that 
the Legislature made no provision 
for funds wnth which to pay the
pensions, but passed to the various 
County Courts the duty of making 
an additional levy on real proper­
ty to meet this obligation. The 
result has been that in practical­
ly every County in the State the 
desire of the County Courts to 
protect the taxpayer from a pro­
hibitive and confiscatory increase 
in taxes has resulted in payment 
of pensions so small as to be a
matter of keen disappointment to 
beneficiaries under this act.

The administration of the law 
in this County has been somewhat 
handicapped by an insufficient un­
derstanding of the provisious of 
the law by pension claimants, and 
in an effort to dispel this misun­
derstanding, certain salient features 
of the act are herein set forth.

The law provides that there shall 
be established in each County of 
the State an old age pension com­
mission and the County Courts 
of the respective Counties are de­
signated to act as the Old Age 
Pension Commission in their Coun­
ty. The Commission is charged 
with the administration of the Old 
Age Pension Law and authority 
is conferred upon the Commission 
to make suuh rules and regulations 
consistent with the provisions of 
the act as are necessary to carry 
out the provisions thereof.

Every person, man or woman, 
married or single, shall in the 
discretion of the Commission, while 
residing in the State of Oregon 
be entitled to an old age pension 
subject to the restrictions and 
qualifications hereinafter noted.

1. An old age pension may be 
granted only to an applicant who 
has attained the age of 70 years or 
upwards.

2. Has been a citizen and in­
habitant of the United States of 
America for 15 years, and of the 
State of Oregon for at least 15 
years, and of the County in which 
such application for a pension is 
made, at least two years immedi­
ately preceding the making of the 
application for a pension.

3. That during the period of 25 
years immediately preceding such 
date of application he or she has 
not been convicted of any crim­
inal offense involving moral tur­
pitude.

4. Has no child or other person 
responsible under the law of this 
State for his or her support and 
found by the board to be able to 
support him or her.

5. An Old Age Pension shall not 
be granted to a person if the val­
ue of his or her property exceeds 
83,000 or if married and not se­
parated from husband or wife, if 
the value of his or her property, 
together with that of such hus­
band or wife, exceeds $3,000.

6. The claimant must not have 
deprived himself or herself, direct­
ly or indirectly, of any property 
for the purpose of qualify ing fo 
old age relief.

There are other restrictions and 
qualifications of a minor charac­
ter all of which are set forth in 
a statement which is mailed to 
every applicant.
