Over-age for the draft, able to com­

mand inrtnonce if lie wanted an »ill 
oer's commission or a softer berth, 
Frank Knox enlisted as a "luioh pri­
vate" in the New Hampshire militia 
in 1917 when the United States Itecame 
iiivohed in the World War. No niili 
tarist, hut a profound patriot when his 
country needed men, Knox, qualified hv 
his previous service In Cuba, quickly 
found himself in an officer‘a training 
camp over Ills protest. He served 
throughout the war with the artillery 
train of the TStli division, participat­
ing in the St. Mihlel ami Argonue 
campaigns, lie came home tills time 
with his hearing slightly impaired, al 
though it was believed for weeks that 
an unexpected discharge of artillery 
had deafened him for life. The first 
day home lie reported for work in a 
long-tailed coat, all he had saved from 
Ills "civvies" before going to war a 
second time.

Knox's success in New Hampshire 
attracted the attention of Publisher 
William Randolph llearst. Wheu In 
vlted liy Mr. llearst to take charge of 
his Boston pa tiers, Knox, who was in 
no sense a candidate for the Job, fixed 
what tie regarded as a prohibitive 
price on his services. To his astonish­
ment. Mr. llearst agreed and Knox ran 
the patters for a year with such suc­
cess that he was tendered the gen­
eral managership of the entire llearst 
chain of papers. In that Job Knox ap­
plied the same general rules of budget 
balancing and editorial Integrity which 
he hail followed all his life.

Once again, Knox found hiuisait 
traveling the length and breadth of 
the land, acquiring and upplying a 
knowledge of local affairs, sectional 
interests and meeting the leading husi 
ness men, statesmen and politicians 
everywhere. When he retired from 
ttiis post in 1928 lie expected to settle 
down in Manchester with his wife 
in a new home especially adapted 
in design and site to a troublesome 
throat ailment from which Mrs Knox 
had suffered for several years. But 
Knox found lie was not the kind of a 
man who can retire until the la<t horn 
is blown.

In 192!» Walter A. Strong, publisher 
of The Chicago Daily News, suddenly 
died. The newspaper was an institu­
tion in the city of Chicago, devoted to 
the public service, independent, read 
nnd believed in by the citizens of that 
city. Under Victor F. Lawson and 
Strong the paper had sot a standard 
for American Journalism for more than 
fifty years.

Knox, without enougli money of id- 
own to buy such an expensive prop­
erty. came into the picture with The­
odore T. Ellis, a successful muntifac- 
tnrer of press accessories. Theirs was 
not the highest hid. It was sold to 
them after the executors and directors 
had canvassed the country for a man 
of character eligible to conduct a 
newspaper on the high standards It 
had acquired. The principal editors 
and publishers of the country individ­
ually assured all Inquirers that In 
Knox the right man for the job had 
been found. •

Knox has run The Chicago Dally 
News on the same principles that 
made him successful at the Son and 
In Manchester. He lias stood manfully 
behind the forces of law and order 
which has brought the underworld In 
I'liicngo to its knees—the same old 
fight lie ftuight at Sault Ste Marie 
in his earlier days. Ills campaign for 
a new political conscience, in which 
courage and common honesty stand 
out as its chief characteristics, is 
showing results, lie has improved the 
financial position of ids newspaper, re­
tiring in the first four years, over 
f I.im i.OOO in bunds and preferred 
stock. This, too, is a throwback on 
Ids life-long ability to balance budg­
ets. save money and. at the same time, 
give quality service.

He lias continuously fought the 
"New Deal" as contrary to some of 
the tilings he found to he fundamen­
tal American principles: You pay
your debts; you don't spend more than 
you earn; you make no promises you 
cannot keep; you keep the promises 
you make, and yon t«*U flip truth un­
sparingly about tilings ns they are.

Illinois Republicans agree with Knox 
and believe in him. They think he Is 
the type best suited to prevent day 
needs—a business mnn with a states­
man's viewpoint and experience; s 
fresh, up-to-date "public citizen" fully 
qualified to apply the homely virtues 
and fundninentnls to modern condi­
tions.
