Our passion for the neatly turn­
ed phrase, the pat quip- the in­
tricacies of exposition«! clarity, 
dates back to the days when the 
editorial pages were of high tm 
port*nee- -back to the old l hi— 
cago Record. in tact. Thirty 
years ago there were many tx j 
cellent editorial pages — The‘ 
Louisville Courier-Journal. the 
Sioux City tlowa) Journal, thej 
Kansas City Star—to ment.ou 
but a few. There is today, in Or­
egon. an editorial page up to the 
standard of yesteryear—tha* of 
the Portland Oregonian. If this 
writer were to name his cho.ce 
of the great editorial p-ses the 
Oregonian’s would be in t lead­
ing place as a piece of excelleni 
workmanship. Editorials need 
not he of a political nature; in 
fact, the really good and inter­
esting editorials rarely have to 
do with politics. The political 
editorial U certain to oifead a 
secton of any publication's read­
ership. Neither need an editor­
ial be humorous—but many of 
the best have an element of hu­
mor. The following, from last 
Sunday's Oregonian— is in our 
opinion a fine example of editor­
ial craftsmanship, whimsical but 
entertaning;

“It has always seemed to many 
of us that the distinguished name' 
of Raymond Lee Ditmars, cura-1 
tor of mammals and reptiles ofi 
the New York Zoological park.; 
was the ultimate certificaion of 
scientific integrity. Whether it

walked or era*U-d. crapi. flopped 
flew or aw am. a creature e»»u- 
filled to the sealoua cure of the 
excellent Dr. Ditmars «as as safe 
ami secure, we fondly fancied 
perhaps safer than in or oil its 
native Jungle, pampas, crag, la­
goon. estuary, awampland or high 
sierra. One has Imagined Dr. 
Ditmars to lie as solicitous for 
the creature comfort of auy of 
his curious charges, as instant in 
the defense Of the least of them, 
as the tigress for her cuhs  ̂ Itut 
much of life is disillusion, is it 
not?

The magazine Time re pons 
«hat recently, returning from the 
tropical island of Trinidad with a 
choicely rare collection of snakes 
and batrnchíen». Dr. Ditmars fel­
icitated himself on the acquisi­
tion of a round dozen of large 
golden- hred frogs, the like of 
which may be found on Trini­
dad. And eye they soiled, the 
good doctor and his Trinidadian 
fauna, rollicking homo to New 
York, and as the voyage progres-, 
sed Dr. Dilmors was frequently 
seen to he poking around the 
cartons, cases and cages which 
contained that very valuable car­
go—hut It might have been ob­
served that he lingered longest! 
over the golden frogs. It befell 
that when his colleagues met him 
at (be end of the voyage, and 
eagerly inquired about the glam­
orous frogs of Trinidad, there 
was a moment of emharassing 
silence, and the the doctor con­
fessed (haf the appeal of the 
frogs had proved too much for 
him on the way home. He had 
eaten (hem all.

The New York Zoological park 
will not exhibit sundry golden 
frogs of Trinidad, and !he re­
flection is peculiarly saddening. 
Man al his strongest is but a 
froil vessel, and prone to error 
as the sparks fly upward. The 
frogs, auriferous and wonderful, 
are gone beyond recall. But yet 
one discovers not without glad­
ness a certain kinshop in the un­
scientific behavior of the peni­
tent Dr. Ditmars. When he de­
cided that the nelher limbs of the 
prized specimens would brown 
nicely in butter, and yielded to 
temptation he was no longer the 
austere servitor of science. Yes. 
sir. Doc—right then you were 
warmly reprehensible human and

1 t.binpoon »rated or.nc« rind 

t.MMpoom lemon Julc.
I cup ahorUnlng
I cup brown §u»»r
SV4 cup. flour I St tt.apooni buktof powder
V. Uscpoon salt J MH cup of water i*.
t ru^e s i  rye flo*M

Cook prunes, sugar and orange 
rind together until thick. Add 
lemon Juice. Cool.

Cream ahortenlng. add augar and 
beat thoroughly. 81ft flour, baking 
powder and salt together and add 
alternately with water to flrst mix­
ture. Stir In coarsely rolled all-rye 
flakes. Roll dough to about one- 
eighth Inch In thlcknese and cut 
with floured cookie cutter.

Spread one round with prune 
filling end put a second round on 
top. pressing edges together. BakU 
on a greased baking sheet In moder 
ately hot oven (425 degrees F.)
