INFORMAL PORTRAITS

Fire, the great destroyer, has 
been in flue fettle this summer.

Fire, raging and uncontrolled, 
has made black and barren and 
ugly, thousands of acres of the 
nation’s finest forest land. Fire 
has turned pleasant homes into 
smoking piles of debris. Fire has 
ravaged factories. and added 
men and women to the long j 
rolls of the jobless. Fire has 
marched irresistibly through 
farms, killing livestoik, razing 
buildings and ruining crops.

A few of these fires may b e1 
unavoidable. But they are very 
few indeed, and so rare as to 
be hardly worth mentioning. SO ■ 
percent of all fires, say the ex­
perts. could have been prevent- i 
d. They need never have occur-j 
rd. But they did occur—because 
someone w as thoughtless, some-j 
one was careless, someone wa 
ignorant, someone took a chance.;

Back of all these fires, great 
and small alike, lies the human1 
element. A cigarette butt tossed 
from a speeding car—a camp 
fire not quite extinguished—a 
clean-up job left undone till to­
morrow—a vacant lot left to 
dry. untended weeds, these are 
the things that make fire, this 
year, last year, next year.

There can be no recompense 
for the fires of the past— unless 
it is in a general campaign to 
prevent the fires of the future 
It can be done It's up to us- - 
each of us. as an individual, 
bolds the weapon that will de­
stroy the great destroyer.

GET READY SOW

.. It isn't pleasant to think of 
winter while enjoying the warm 
days of summer. But summer is 
the time when your home should 
be prepared against the cold 
and rainy period ahead, in the 
interest of comfort and fire 
vention.

Check up on your heating 
plant first of all. Furnaces and 
chimneys should be thoroi’ ghly 
cleaned and necessary repairs 
made by a qualified expert. Like­
wise, clean out the fuel bin and 
when you stock It arrange 
fuel In an orderly manner. Pap­
ers or ragrs mixed In with wood 
or coal may result in spontan­
eous heating.

It is very possible that cer­
tain minor changes in construc­
tion in your home are advisable 
as an aid to fire prevention.
Wood beams extending into the 
chimney walls, for Instance, have 
started many fires. And adequate 
fire stops are all-important.

Check over any exposed elec­
tric wiring—dark days bring 
maximum dem and for lgiht and 
heavy use of electric heating ap­
pliances. Don't make amateur

SUMMER is an ideal season for in­
formal outdoor portraits of your 

family and friends, and Informal por- 
traits are about as easy to take as
any other type of snapshot. Natural­
ly. such Informal shots are not to be 
compared with the work of skilled, 
experienced professional photogra­
phers . . . but. since you take them 
yourself for your own album, they 
do have unique personal interest.

Your informal portraits may shew 
one, two. or several persons, grouped 
naturally — without stiffness. The 
subjects should fill most of the pic­
ture space: too much background is 
detrimental. Faces should be turned 
so that a good likeness is obtained— 
whether profile, full-face, or in b e ­
tween—but as a rule the subjects 
should not look directly at the cam­
era.

Two types of lighting are accept­
able. Direct sunlight from one aide 
1* all right, but straight-overhead 
lighting from the noon aun produces 
harsh, displeasing shadows. For a 
softer lighting, and better like­
nesses, place the subjects in "open 
shade”—for example, at the edge of 
•hade from a big tree, where they 
will receive light reflected from the 
aky, hut no direct sun.

Informal portraits In direct sun­
light require no increase in ex­
posure. In open shade (not under

trees or a porch) try an exposur* of 
1/25 second at f 8 lens opening. With 
a box camera or Inexpensive folding 
type, use the smallest lens opening, 
and give a very short time exposure 
—about as fast as you can work the 
shutter—with the camera on a firm, 
solid support.

A focusing camera enables you to 
take reasonable close-ups without 
a lent attachment, as well as full- 
figure shots. You can also take full- 
figure shots and group shots with a 
box camera It it has a "two-point" 
focus setting, enabling you to get as 
near as five or six feet to the subject. 
But tor real close-ups with the In­
expensive camera, you will need a 
portrait attachment—a small sup­
plementary lens that slips on over 
the regular camera lens. The attach­
ment does not change the exposure.

Often, an Informal portrait gains 
interest it the subject Is busy with 
some everyday activity—for exam­
ple, filling a tobacco pipe, if a man, 
or crocheting. If a woman. The ac­
tion adds story quality—and tells 
more about the subject. Concerted 
action—such as conversation—adds 
unity to a group picture.

Make a collection of good, infor­
mal portraits of jrour friends and- 
family. They'll Justify a special sec­
tion in your snapshot album.
