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Strike is Made in the Famous Her-
cules Mine in the Coeur
d'Alenes Distriet.

An ore reserve of enormous size and
of practically inestirsable wealth has
been opeved np by the long prwer
tunnel on the Hercnles mine near
Borke, one of the Coeor d4’Alene’s
most fumous prodocers.

The new strike, the full extent ot
which was only recently opened vp,
mukes the Heroules superior to any of
the mines of {he Cosur d’Alenes except
the Baoker Hill aud Bullivan, if not,
indeed, the equal of the Wardner pro-
perty, which, with the Broken Hill
mines of Australin, ranks as ane of the
largest and richest silver-lead mines
in the world.

The new Hercnles strike was made
at the end of the lower 4500-foot tun-
nel, nod at & vertieal depth of about
1500 feot from the surface.

The ore body bus been orossont. It
is 60 feet wide and carries frem 24 to
30 foeot of solid galena ore which gives
average values of from 65 to 70 per
oent lead and closs to 100 onnces of
silver to the ton. The rest of the
width of tbhe vein is milling ore of
good quality.

The gize of the ore reserve opened up
is immense, for the lower tonnel has
tapped the ore at a depth of 700 feet
below the former lowest workings of
the mine. HKven in the upper work.
iugs there are today vast untouched re-
Berves.

"“T'he length of the ore shoot on the
new level 15 as yet nodetermined, but
in the upper workings the shoot was
continnons for abous 500 feet,”’ said L.
W. Hatton, one of the owners of the
fawous mine, “‘and we oxpect that it
will prove to be longer in the lower
workiogs. '

The Heroules mine is in Gorge galeh.

The mounth of the tunnel in which
the strike was reoently made is be.
tween 500 and 600 feet akove creek
level at Barke,

The foture prodootively of the Her-
oules will probably be enormous, for
the Tiger mine at Burke was minbd
profitably to a depth of 2200 feet be-
low the creek level, and it is reasonable
to snppose that the Heroules ore body
oan be mined to a similar depth. If
that proves to be troe there is still
from 2700 to 2800 feet of ore lying un-
tounohed boelow the present loweat level.

Helf centeroed, self-oonfident intellso-
tunlism dares try to overthrow the
Word of God, There is nothing else
that dare be so daring. It looks to me
like it ghould be handled with oare,
I'he affeotions, emotions, instinets and
heurt-longings after a deeper, holier
lite, is heing less emphasized, while
traniving of the mind is more and more
ompbasgized. Wo often hear snch ex-
pressions as, “‘he i8 a baock number,
an old fogy'' &e.  The disposition to
ward this tendenoy is the bane of the
Spiritual life of many of our ministors.

Everything must Le broughbt to the
bar of reason, it is suid; while it is
evidently overlooked that the feeling
part of our pature is as deserving of a
honring ns the arguing part, tor both
are God-given,

Why this lament over the dearth of
groat rovivala?  Why do the ebartiot-
wheols diag heavily? It ia bLecanse
the ministry has gone too much to an-
alysis, conlroversy, metaphysionl dis-
quisition, high and dry systematio the-
ology, and too little to the simple Gos-
pel of Christ, just saying what Jesus
said, espeoinlly as to the Holy Spirit in
his essence, offioes and froits: See John

14, 261 16, 7-14: Acts 1, 4.8; 2, 83;
1 Cor, 2, 10-16; 12, 1-13; also John
3, B-6.

‘I'be oryiog need of the ministry of
today is more Holy Ghost. There was
no Pentacost iu Lhe second chapter of
Aots withont it, never has been one
sinoe without it, and vever will ve, for
it is God's only way of bringing forth
bis new born sons:  Please read Rowm.
8, 218, 'There is no subject to whioh
people will listen with more reversnt
attention than thas of the Holy Spirit,

Buat how often are the poorsheep fed
on the busks of a cold, dry, hair-split-
ting theology, and eoclesiastionl form.
ulaes, while their hearts go out in
yoarning desite for something to satis
fy the inmost longlugs of their souls.

Dr. Campbel, of Euogland, after a
rocent visit to this conntry, declared
that “in Americs, smong ministers,
Spirituality and intellegtuality are di-
voroed; that unhappily they are not
always, nor often found in the same
men; that the intellectual and spirit-
unl leaders are differvut sets.’’

Thon, again, we have our theories
on whioh to perform our intellectual
gymnastice—thoories of the atone
ment, of the origiu of evil, of mission-

ary entorptise, theories about this, and

little above the minimnm of beart
power remsining. Intellectmal cob-
webs are being spun while maultitudes
are starviog for the Bread of Lafe and
honey out of the Rock of Ages.

"In many ways I have been helpful
here, but it does seem to me that the
Cbristian religion is becoming a mere

philosophy and Christ is becoming
more distant.
‘‘My soul is starviog.”" The above

is the sad lameot of & youog woman
who had recently been attending one
of our largest colleges and greatly in-
jored as a soul winner, whioh she bad
been previous to her going there

This is no ancommon experience in
many of our achools and churches of
today, and all the result of putting the
emphasis in the wrong place.

The same tendency is seen in oor
apnual couferences, many times, when
young men ocome to the sacred altar for
admission. Much more time is wvsu-
ally speol in ascertaining their intel-
lectual qualifieations than their beart
and soul-winniog qualifi cations.  All
seem very aunsious that they should
have college diplomas, but seem fto
take for granted their ability in win
ning souls to Christ. In the light of
the Waord, the Apostolie, and oor own
Mathodist Fathers, this is all wrong.
The spiritual qualificatiovs, from the
Exhorter to the Bishop, should, at
every place, and time, bave first and
deepest vonsideratioun.

Then, God speed the greatest intel-
leots, with the greatest education, for
they may flame with life and love and
Holy Power.

When Mr. Tholuck bad beoo ¢ Uni-
versity professor for about fifty years,
he said: “*From tbe age of seventesn
I have always asked myself, What is
the chief end of man’s life?
